Have you truly reciprocated Father’s love this day?

John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. KJV

We often talk about all that God the Father asked of His Son to do and accomplish in and on our behalf. Yet, does one then make the adequate effort to reciprocate that love in return to the Father?

 

John 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments. KJV

 

If one receives His commandments (the authoritative prescription), then they have to adhere to the instructions given by the provider, in order for the remedy to work in compliance with them (the instructions). 

 

John 14:21 He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest myself to him. KJV

 

[If ye love me.] This is the atmosphere in which not only the command to pray but all other commands of the Lord will be honored by his servants. Keep is imperative in the AV, but very good manuscript authority calls for a future form —"ye will keep." Love is not primarily a sentimental attachment; it is the dynamic for obedience.
