<opentext> Rom 10:10For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.  (KJV)

<opentext> definition for believeth....4100  pisteuo (pist-yoo'-o); from 4102; to have faith (in, upon, or with respect to, a person or thing), i.e. credit; by implication, to entrust (especially one's spiritual well-being to Christ): KJV-- believe (-r), commit (to trust), put in trust with.

<opentext> As one continues in their walk with the Lord, they have to have confidence in that which He has spoken to them, and then they have to believe or have faith that that which was spoken is true.

<opentext> It is with the new heart, the new inner man born again by the Spirit of God, that one has to accept His Word as being true.

<opentext> Rom 3:3For what if some did not believe? shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect? 4God forbid: yea, let God be true, but every man a liar; as it is written, That thou mightest be justified in thy sayings, and mightest overcome when thou art judged. (KJV)

<opentext> All too often, people consider more what other people think or say, rather then what God and His Word has to say. And if we hang around those that are filled with doubt and unbelief towards God and His Word, it will have an effect on us.

<opentext> Evil or corrupt communications, does affect good morals or manners. Likewise, staying or hanging around those that are remaining rooted and grounded in the Word, will have a positive affect on one.

<opentext> Thus, by believing that which God has to say, and that He is faithful to carry it out, is imperative for one to continue in their relationship with Him.

<opentext> Even if we would happen to quit believing in and area, does our unbelief affect God?

<opentext> Rom 10:10For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness;  (KJV)

<opentext> So then, it is with the heart, that new creation in Christ, that man has to develop his faith to accept that which God says as being true, and knowing that by and through Christ is our right standing with Him maintained.

<opentext> What happens if one fails to keep the battery in their car at a proper charge?

<diligently> it will die

<helpmate> the car won't start or will die somewhere and leave you stranded

<opentext> So what happens when one does not keep their new heart fed and nourished by His Word?

<diligently> they start  to die.

<opentext> So then, just like the car that may or may not start, so that one will either make no progress, or falter and fail in route to the destination, the same is true with our spirit man. One has to continue in the faith by and through Christ, to maintain their right standing with God.

<opentext> And thus why Paul tells us, that we, the individual must work out or own salvation with reverence and respect for God and His Word.

<opentext> It is then as we continue in the faith, that is, believing in our heart, our right standing with God by and through His Word, Christ, that you, the believer, maintains your relationship with Him.

<opentext> Rom 10:10 and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. (KJV)

<opentext> As we then continue this journey, then our conversation, or manner of living, will be conformed to His Word, rather then to the world.

<opentext> For it is by our words we will be justified, or by our words we will be condemned.

<opentext> Even the world says that a picture is worth a 1,000 words. So then our lifestyle or manner of living will also speak volumes to those who are watching or observing us.

<opentext> I Jn 4:15Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God. 16And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him. 17Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world. (KJV)

<opentext> Being the example of the believers.....being Christ like. What is in our heart, will determine the way we live and act.

<opentext> This will be the conversation that everyone else  observes and hears.

<opentext> John 1:12But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: 13Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God. (KJV)

<opentext> Have you ever received a present from someone, and for the first few days, the gift was displayer prominently, but then a few weeks or a month later, the newness or excitement of having it wore off, and it was then placed out of sight, and soon forgotten about?

<opentext> As many as believed on Him, to them gave he power, to "become" the sons of God. We are given the gift, it has all of the ability to lead us to eternal life, but the question is, what do we do with it after we receive it?

<diligently> we are to water and feed it. Daily with living waters

<opentext> Note, that John tells us (just as Paul does in Galatians) that this message does not come by the fleshly birth, nor does it come by the will of man, but only comes from God, and those that maintain that walk within the new creation.

<at-peace> we should be learning to utilize and use that which has been made available to us... "by reason of use"

<opentext> We have been given the gift, which is able to lead us to eternal life. The key is to recognize how we maintain that excitement and enthusiasm for it, after the first few weeks, months or years.

<opentext> Thus why Paul tells us, "IF" we continue in the faith; that is, we continue in His Word on a moment by moment basis, so that our every step is guided and directed by His Word, this is what will keep one grounded and settled within that new life through Christ.

<opentext> It has to be grounded and settled in the heart. One cannot allow the devil to come and pick away that which is sown in the heart. One must utilize all that Father has made available to us, so that when we have applied His Word to the situation, we are standing when all is said and done.

<opentext> It does not matter what the world says or does, or what their reaction to the Word is, it must be settled in our heart, knowing that our righteousness is by and through Christ, which will then enable us to live and act according to that which His Word asks of us.

 <opentext> John 3:19And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil. 20 For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved. 21But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.  (KJV)

<opentext> One cannot look at what is happening on that broad path that is heavily traveled, one must stay focused in and on the Word, so that they will allow each and every step they take, to be appointed of God, so that they can maintain their right standing on that strait and narrow path.
