Will it always be popular to be identified as one of His? No! But this is the choice a person must make daily in their walk of now faith.

 

John 5:19 Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise. (KJV)

 
    How often does one try to do things on their own? Either to impress others, or even in some cases, to try to impress God?

 

    The example that we see from Jesus Christ, is that He only did those things which He saw Father do. Whose example is it that you are following?

 

John 8:28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. (KJV)

 

    Learning by the example that Jesus Christ set for us. We are supposed to be the children of God. God within His Word, says that we should train a child in the way that they should go, so that as they mature, they will not depart from the path of righteousness. So, the question one has to ask themselves, whose example have you been following?

 

    What is it that you speak? That what you have heard someone else say? Or, by the example that Jesus Christ set, have you learned to hear the Father? Have you learned to hear the voice of God?

 

    For many, they will say they have learned to hear the voice of God. So, the question then is, why do you not do the things He is asking of you?


John 12:49-50 For I have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me, he gave me a commandment, what I should say, and what I should speak. 50 And I know that his commandment is life everlasting: whatsoever I speak therefore, even as the Father said unto me, so I speak. (KJV)

 

    How often is it that you speak of yourself? One has the choice of speaking words of life or death, and there is no in-between or neutral ground. Life or death, blessing, or curse. By our words we are justified, or by our words we are condemned. So, who or what is it that you have patterned your speech after?

 

    Those that worship or fellowship with the Father, must do so in Spirit and in truth, this is the fellowship which the Father seeks. The words that Jesus Christ spoke are indeed spirit, and they are life. So today, will you hold God and His Word to be true, or will you place your faith and trust in some man?
