Bible Study Tuesday 6 November, 2001

How do you measure your relationship with God? By all of the physical things you have acquired, or given to Him?

Romans 12:1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. (KJV) 


    Most people, in spite of that which the Word of God tells them, think that they can enhance their relationship with God by the physical things that they purport to give to Him. Have we forgot that the earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof? The key is, that one can only be a good steward over that which the Lord has given you, if you have presented yourself to Him, a living sacrifice that is wholly acceptable unto Him.
