Give us this day our daily bread! Many will say this, some will pray this, but how many really believe it?

Isaiah 29:13 Wherefore the Lord said, Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men: (KJV)

 

    Most, give God lip service, because those around them are doing it. Others, hope that it will work. For most, when they ask God for their daily bread, they are seeking relief for the physical man, seldom are they looking for spiritual nourishment or stability.


Matthew 6:33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you. (KJV)

 

    Aiming or striving for, in the order of importance, the spiritual values of God's kingdom, which can only be obtained by and through His righteousness. Making the kingdom of God our chief aim from the start of each day, and then following through with that in keeping the mind renewed with those things at each and every moment of this day.

 

    How can we keep our mind renewed each and every moment of each and every day? Paul the apostle tells us that we should be thinking on these things! To think on whatever things are true, for His Word is truth. For God's Word is always honest in that which it presents to you, and His Word is always just in His judgments. His Word is pure (Psalms 12:6), which will keep one’s mind renewed with those things which are wholesome and good for our eternal well-being. One often forgets that God is love. For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son for us. This indeed is a very good report, to those who will receive it. Paul though repeated that which Isaiah had stated many years earlier; "Lord, who hath believed our report?"  Those who will hear, receive, and act upon the good report, will see, and understand the virtue of God's Word and plan of salvation, and therefore they will praise Him for that which He has done, for His Word is settled in heaven.
