<d-g> Father, i thank you for this day, and for another opportunity to walk in the grace afforded us this day, to see and understand more of the measure of the Gift of Christ, and how to receive it this day through Jesus Christ our Lord

<diligently> Eph 1:18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, (KJV)

<diligently> When studying on inheritance the old testament seems to be  mostly all in the flesh inheritances, things, land, and seems ...new testament is all of the spirit inheritance….my inheritance is receiving my Lord Christ Jesus and along with that eternal life with Father, will you please share more about  the riches of His inheritance in the saints?

<d-g> in the old testament, the holy spirit would come upon the prophets, they would speak a word or write it down, but often they did not have an understanding of what was written

<d-g> they held fast to the promise of the Messiah that was to come

<d-g> Col 2:2-3  2 That their hearts might be comforted, being knit together in love, and unto all riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the acknowledgement of the mystery of God, and of the Father, and of Christ; 3 In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. (KJV)

<d-g> now, we have an unction of the holy one, we know all things which are revealed to us by the spirit, and by knowing the mystery of the gospel, it unlocks all these treasures of Fathers wisdom and knowledge


<d-g> 1 Pet 1:12  12 Unto whom it was revealed, that not unto themselves, but unto us they did minister the things, which are now reported unto you by them that have preached the gospel unto you with the Holy Ghost sent down from heaven; which things the angels desire to look into.  (KJV)

<d-g> and by knowing the mystery, we are able to see and comprehend all that they did write in the old testament, they pointing to the promise that was to come, and the new testament prophets pointing to and showing us all that is available in Christ

<d-g> the eyes of our understanding being opened, will allow us to see and hear all that was made available to us when we accepted Gods plan of salvation, to understand more of what these spiritual blessing we have been blessed with

<d-g> Matt 13:16-17 16 But blessed are your eyes, for they see: and your ears, for they hear. 17 For verily I say unto you, That many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them. (KJV)

<d-g> many of the prophets of the old testament desired to see what is available to us, and yet could not comprehend them because the holy spirit had not yet been poured out on all 

<d-g> and thus why the Lord himself made the statement, he that has ears to hear, let him hear, having our spiritual senses exercised by reason of use (training) to discern both good and evil

<d-g> Mark 4:11-13  11 And he said unto them, Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God: but unto them that are without, all these things are done in parables: 12 That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.  13 And he said unto them, Know ye not this parable? and how then will ye know all parables? (KJV)

<d-g> it is given to us to know, and without  a working knowledge of this mystery, the word of God is nothing more than parables to those that cannot see

<d-g> Matt 13:35 35 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, I will open my mouth in parables; I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.
(KJV)

<d-g> and by knowing this mystery, we are able to see and comprehend the secret of the Lord which has been kept secret, but now made available to his people

<d-g> does that help?

<diligently> yes, much thank you

<d-g> Rom 16:25-26  25 Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began, 26 But now is made manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith:
 (KJV)

<d-g> it is made manifest, to those that have the eyes of their understanding opened

<d-g> any other questions or comments

<diligently> 1Jo 2:20 ¶ But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things. 

<diligently> will you please explain in more detail... ye have an unction from the Holy one?

<d-g> 5545  chrisma (khris'-mah);  from 5548; an unguent or smearing, i.e. (figuratively) the special endowment ("chrism") of the Holy Spirit: KJV-- anointing, unction.

<d-g> first of all lets start with the word unction, it is the holy spirit which leads and guides us to all truth

<d-g> I Jn 2:27 27
But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him. (KJV)

<d-g> we see the same word here also with the anointing

<d-g> Acts 10:38 38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him. (KJV)

<d-g> that same anointing that was in Jesus of nazereth, has been made available to all, like we talked yesterday, God has dealt to everyman the measure of faith

<d-g> so basically, faith, our ability to hear that message delivered by Christ, to walk in the same path that He walked and yet sinned not, by being led by the spirit of truth

<d-g> Rom 8:13-14  13 For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. (KJV)

<d-g> and even as it has taught us, we shall abide in Him, unto you that hear shall more be given, but unto them that hear not, being doers as well as hearers, shall be taken from them what they already have

<d-g> with what measure we mete, shall be measured unto us, He must increase, and we decrease

<d-g> and thus why it is but a few that find that path of life, whosoever shall save his life, shall lose it, but whosever shall lose his life, and allow the spirit to lead and guide it, shall find that life that is hid in Christ

<d-g> the life of God is hidden and a mystery to those outside his kingdom, and only this unction, the anointing of His spirit will lead and guide us to this truth, and allow us to see and hear all that He has made available to us

<d-g> does that help?

<diligently> yes, much thank you

<d-g> Gal 1:15-16 15 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace, 16 To reveal his Son in me, that I might preach him among the heathen; immediately I conferred not with flesh and blood: (KJV)

<d-g> paul was separated from all fleshly ties, and by doing this God was able to reveal this mystery to him, and paul had to hold fast to what the Spirit was showing Him rather than to popular opinions, which at that time many still wanted to hold on the to old law and traditions, works

<d-g> the same choice we have daily, to be led by the spirit, to walk by faith, or by sight

<diligently> Eph 4:7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ.  (KJV)

<diligently> Ac 10:34 Then Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons: (KJV)

<diligently> theses two verse  are meaning the same thing... God has given us all the same grace of the measure of the gift of Christ for He is no respector of persons... will you please explain  more on this?

<d-g> Joel 2:28-29 28 And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions: 29 And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit.
(KJV)

<d-g> Gods promise of the Spirit being poured out upon all flesh was fulfilled in the book of acts

<d-g> and as we see here, upon all flesh, God being no respector of persons

<d-g> Rom 10:12-13 12 For there is no difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him. 13 For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.  (KJV)

<d-g> like the saying, you can lead a horse to water, but you cant make him drink, all that is needed to walk the path of life, the inherit the promise of God, is made available to anyone that would call upon the name of the Lord, and walk according to His way

<d-g> John 1:11-12 11 He came unto his own, and his own received him not. 12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: (KJV)

<d-g> and now for us that have called upon Him, and having tasted of these living waters, it is now a matter of learning to receive all that is available to us

<d-g> so that we are able to stay on this strait and narrow path, maintaining our walk in the spirit, by the leading and guiding of the Holy Spirit

<d-g> Rom 1:20-21 20 For the invisible things of him from the creation of the world are clearly seen, being understood by the things that are made, even his eternal power and Godhead; so that they are without excuse: 21 Because that, when they knew God, they glorified him not as God, neither were thankful; but became vain in their imaginations, and their foolish heart was darkened. (KJV)

<d-g> so we have the same choice, to partake of the tree of life, the word of God which is spirit and it is life, or to partake of the knowledge of good and evil, which is the wisdom of this world

<d-g> God has done His part, now it is a matter of being obedient

<d-g> I Jn 2:2-3 2
And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. 3 And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. (KJV)

<d-g> the price has been paid, all are without excuse, now we have to accept all that is made available to us by the sacrifice of the Son

<d-g> does that help

<diligently> yes, much thank you

<diligently> Luke 17:21 (KJV)  Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God is within you.

<diligently> Our spirit is very peaceable with this verse.  It is a lot for the natural man to comprehend.  And then with ...john 14:2&3.and revelation 21:21...this is all a part of Fathers kingdom. So very much is within Fathers kingdom, which is within us. Will you please share  more on this topic.

<d-g> John 14:2-3  2 In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and
receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.
 (KJV)

<d-g> Rom 12:4  4 For as we have many members in one body, and all members have not the same office:  (KJV)

<d-g> the Lord prepared a place for us, and one of the keys is learning our place within the body of Christ

<d-g> knowing who we are in Christ, what are calling is, and to fulfill whatever is being asked of us

<d-g> 1 Cor 12:18 18 But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased him. (KJV)

<d-g> by allowing the spirit to lead and guide us, greater is He that is within me, then i am able to know the mystery of the kingdom, to know my place within the body, being obedient to what is being asked, to that when the Lord returns, i will inherit the place he has made available for me eternally

<d-g> Amos 8:11-12 11 Behold, the days come, saith the Lord GOD, that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the LORD: 12 And they shall wander from sea to sea, and from the north even to the east, they shall run to and fro to seek the word of the LORD, and shall not find it. (KJV)

<d-g> if you notice here the famine is a hearing of the word of the Lord, and those that are dull are on a wide path, which goes from north to east, not a strait and narrow path that leads to Fathers house

<d-g> so basically, we have an unction of the Holy One, we know all things, who we are in Christ, what our place within the body is, and how to walk in obedience to the Spirit, which will keep us on that strait and narrow

<d-g> does that help
