Bible Study Tuesday September 11, 2001

<greg> Heavenly Father, this day we come to you humbly seeking your counsel and wisdom, teach us your way, and show us your path that you are asking to walk, let your word of life lead and guide us, strengthened with all might to accomplish that which is pleasing in your sight through Jesus Christ our Lord

<greg> John 16:33These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world. (KJV)

<greg> what the key is here, is knowing who has overcome the world, the Lord himself set the example, walked in the wisdom of Father, and left a trail of defeated foes on the path

<greg> in this world, we shall have tribulation, trials, afflictions, and temptations, there is no getting around those

<greg> now it is a matter of how we are going to handle them, are we going to react in the flesh, or train ourselves to respond in the spirit, waiting on Father for his instructions before we act

<diligently> train ourselves to walk in the spirit

<greg> Prov 22:6Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it. (KJV)

<greg> we all have begun our walk with the Lord as newborn babes in Christ, and as we grow up into Him in all things, now it is a matter of training our spirit man, so it can have control of the physical man

<greg> Has anyone ever tried to carry on a conversation in a loud room?

<at-peace> yes

<chosen> yes

<diligently> yes

<greg> were you able to communicate well, get the instructions that were needed, or were only abel to hear partially at best?

<helpmate> only a part

<chosen> only hear partially

<diligently> could not understand...only part

<at-peace> partially

<greg> and that is the way we are with Father, when we allow these things from the outside to distract, we lose our focus, our spirit man is agitated, it becomes loud and boisterous, and our hearing becomes dull

<greg> and i know for myself, that it is much easier to hear that still small quiet voice, when my spiritual house is in a still, quiet place

<greg> John 16:33These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world. (KJV)

<greg> in me you might have peace, the peace is there, available for us, now it is a matter of whether we will seek that peace out, or try and figure and rationalize situations, leaning to our own understanding

<greg> 1 Cor 13:11When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.  (KJV)

<greg> when i was a child, i whined, fussed, and complained, i let outward distractions dictate to the inward man, i allowed the cares of this life to choke that word

<greg> but as we grow, we learn not to follow that strangers voice, that roaring lion, we seek that peace that is available, i no longer allow the spirit man become so agitated with cares of this life, but rather let the peace of God rule despite what the outward circumstances try and dictate

<greg> 1 Cor 10:13There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.  (KJV)

<greg> has anyone ever been in a situation where they thought, no one else has ever had to go through what i have, or no one understands?

<chosen> yes in the past

<helpmate> yes

<diligently> oh my...yes

<at-peace> yes

<diligently> in the past also

<greg> Have we forgot, that the Lord himself was tempted in all manner as we are, and yet sinned not?

<diligently> at times i have forgotten this, in the past.

<greg> and has anyone else ever had the reaction of, well God just take this away from me, or if you would only do this, then i can handle it?

<chosen> yes

<diligently> yes

<greg> its a constant training while we are here on this earth, each and every situation is a matter of being still, knowing He is God, and that His peace will give us the strength to endure to the end

<greg> its the carnal mind that is enmity with God, the more we lean to our understanding, to more we try and rationalize and dictate to God how things should be accomplished, the more unrest and confusion will take hold

<greg> Heb 2:17Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. 18For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted. (KJV)

<greg> this path that we are walking, is one that our Lord has walked himself, and yet who better to give us comfort and instructions, than one who has been there

<greg> one way to look at our trials in this life, is to ask the Lord himself, you know the situation we are going through here, how did you make it through

<greg> and by waiting on His answer, being willing to do what is asked, despite the outward appearance, He is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, in other words that peace of God which passes, or should i say surpasses all my understanding, is what will keep or guard my heart and mind this day

<greg> His thoughts, His ways are much higher than mine, and now it is a matter of being still, waiting on Him, not only praying, but expecting His victory and nothing less

<greg> James 1:3Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. 4But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. 5If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.  (KJV)

 <greg> when i was a child, patience was not one of my strong points, it was something that was learned and continues to be a training process

<greg> and if i lack wisdom, or have lost my focus, letting the flesh dictate instead of the spirit, i can immediately go to Father and ask His counsel and wisdom on how i can operate in the His wisdom again, and allow His peace to be restored

<greg> so as you go along your duties this day of what Father is asking of all us, be patient, still, training ourselves to seek first His kingdom, and let His peace rule this day

<greg> yes judy

<diligently> <greg> one way to look at our trials in this life, is to ask the Lord himself, you know the situation we are

<diligently> going through here, how did you make it through

<diligently> this is so simple ...

<diligently> there are times i just have not known what things to ask of Father

<greg> in that He was tempted in all manner as we are, and yet sinned not, what better person to ask

<diligently> but asking and knowing with my whole heart ...He will let me know and the truth will set me free.

<diligently> yes

<diligently> but need to ask

<greg> we have not because?

<diligently> we ask not

<greg> then once we have heard the answer, now we have to be a doer as well as hearer

<greg> and allowing His peace to rule, makes it much easier to hear His voice and the wisdom to make it through this present evil world

<diligently> yes

<diligently> so we can make it home

<greg> I Jn 1:9If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (KJV)

<greg> and if we sin and fall short, which we all do at times, He not only forgives, but gives us His wisdom on how to make the corrections so that we don’t have to fall in that area again

<greg> does that help judy?

<diligently> oh yes, thank you so

<chosen> o/

<greg> yes steph

<chosen> verses to share.... study reminded me again that all that we face while here on this earth, is not even worthy to be compared to all that awaits us when we get home with Father for eternity....

<chosen> Rom 8:16The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: 17And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. 18For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us. (KJV)
