Bible Study Tuesday September 18, 2001

<d-g> Father we thank you for this day, and for the access to the throne of your grace, we come together this day to seek your kingdom, and to hear your word of grace that will lead and guide us this day, through Jesus Christ our Lord

<d-g> 2 Tim 4:2Preach the word; be instant in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine. (KJV)

<d-g> we talked a bit yesterday, about being in season, the word season referring to a time of need, as well as opportune

<d-g> and as we see by Paul’s writings, many times he desired to see the people face to face, and minister to their needs

<d-g> and though many of us as well would consider a face to face meeting an opportune time, say the bible studies, or the gathering together of the saints, are we limited to those situations only in order to minister to the need of the brethren?

<helpmate> no

<diligently> no

<at-peace> no

<chosen> no

<helpmate> they always say actions speak louder than words

<Shine_on> no

<d-g> so what would we consider another option then, in order to minister to those in need, despite the fact that they may not be present?

<at-peace> prayer

<diligently> daily in our walk with the Lord, working ,walking down street, at all times.

<diligently> never know whom Father will put in our path.

<d-g> Rom 12:12Rejoicing in hope; patient in tribulation; continuing instant in prayer; 13Distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality.  (KJV)

<helpmate> pray without ceasing

<d-g> so even though the brethren may not be present, or what we consider the most opportune time, one of the ways we can be effective, whether in season or out, is by our prayer life

<d-g> we know that in a face to face meeting we are limited by the sound of our voice, but in the spirit, are there any limits to how far our words carry?

<helpmate> no, not at all

<at-peace> no

<diligently> no

<chosen> no

<d-g> so as we see here in verse 13, another very effective way to distribute to the necessity of the saints, is by our prayer life, and one way we can do that is to offer words of encouragement in our prayers, as well as scriptures that will bring life to them

<d-g> Eph 6:18Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; 19And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel,  (KJV)

<d-g> and who better to teach on prayer, than our brother Paul, who spent a part of his ministry, ministering to the need of the brethren from a jail cell

<d-g> prayer and supplication, supplication being a petition on behalf of the person we are praying for, as Father puts the need on our heart, as we see what is necessary in their walk

<d-g> In the spirit, simple put the Lord himself said, that His words are spirit, and they are life, so as we see a need we can petition for that person according to the word

<d-g> and by offering up a prayer on behalf of the brethren according to the word, we are doing it in the spirit

<d-g> say for instance, there is a need in the financial area, Father we thank you that according to your word, you supply all our need according to your riches and glory by Christ Jesus

<d-g> and on behalf of our brother or sister this day that has that need, we pray that they would hold you to be true, and not let the outward circumstances dictate the outcome

<d-g> that they would not take thought for their life, or the things of this life, but seek first your kingdom and righteousness, and then these things will be added

<d-g> Eph 6:19And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel, (KJV)

<d-g> and Paul understood the importance of His prayer life, not only for others, but for himself, so that as these opportunity’s presented themselves, he would be able to boldly give the answer that Father would have him give

<d-g> Gal 6:9And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.

10As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially unto them who are of the household of faith. (KJV)

<d-g> as we have this opportunity, whether present, or away from the brethren, let us do good unto all, knowing that the effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man does avail much

<d-g> and lets not be wearied, though things don’t appear in our time, or according to the way we think it should, letting patience have its perfect work, knowing Father is never late

<d-g> Gal 6:1Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted.  (KJV)

<d-g> we who are spiritual, being instant, whether present or absent from the body, having a word of encouragement, offering up petitions on behalf of the brethren, letting our words be spirit and life to the hearers

<d-g> Col 2:5For though I be absent in the flesh, yet am I with you in the spirit, joying and beholding your order, and the steadfastness of your faith in Christ. (KJV)

<d-g> again we see paul, being instant in season, or out, walking in the spirit and encouraging the brethren despite his own situation, being in prison

<d-g> 2 Tim 3:16All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works. (KJV)

<d-g> in closing here, we see the similarities with where we began today, preach the word, instant in season and out, reprove, rebuke, and exhort with all long suffering and doctrine

<d-g> and by praying in the spirit, making petitions according to the word on behalf of the brethren, the word of God is able to make those changes to the hearers of it, so that the man of God may be furnished
