Even in this present world, one is told to read and follow the instructions.

2 Timothy 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: KJV

Definition for instruction: tutorage, i.e. education or training; by implication, disciplinary correction: 

1) the whole training and education of children (which relates to the cultivation of mind and morals, and employs for this purpose now commands and admonitions, now reproof and punishment). It also includes the training and care of the body 

2) whatever in adults also cultivates the soul, especially by correcting mistakes and curbing passions. a) instruction which aims at increasing virtue b) chastisement, chastening, (used of the evils with which God visits men for their amendment)


Proverbs 1:2-3 To know wisdom and instruction; to perceive the words of understanding; 3 To receive the instruction of wisdom, justice, and judgment, and equity; KJV

 

The teaching that discovers all its parts; to understand, to comprehend the words or doctrines which should be comprehended, in order that we may become wise to salvation. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

 

Proverbs has a message of morality for the wicked. It is not just a [Poor Richard's Almanac] of good advice for people of low intelligence or lazy habits. This introduction cautions us against taking the book in a secular sense. It is a book of Christian principles. (From Wycliffe Commentary)
Proverbs 5:12-13 And say, How have I hated instruction, and my heart despised reproof; 13 And have not obeyed the voice of my teachers, nor inclined mine ear to them that instructed me! KJV


Note, Those who have had a good education and do not live up to it will have a great deal to answer for another day; and those who will not now remember what they were taught, to conform themselves to it, will be made to remember it as an aggravation of their sin, and consequently of their ruin. Secondly, That by the frequent acts of sin the habits of it were so rooted and confirmed that his heart was fully set in him to commit it. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

 

Let us not forget, that the Holy Spirit is who should be our teacher; allowing Him to lead us and guide us into all truth.

Proverbs 8:33-35 Hear instruction, and be wise, and refuse it not. 34 Blessed is the man that heareth me, watching daily at my gates, waiting at the posts of my doors. 35 For whoso findeth me findeth life, and shall obtain favour of the LORD. KJV

 

Proverbs 15:32 He that refuseth instruction despiseth his own soul: but he that heareth reproof getteth understanding. KJV

 

Proverbs 15:33 The fear of the LORD is the instruction of wisdom; and before honour is humility. KJV

 

Proverbs 19:20-21 Hear counsel, and receive instruction, that thou mayest be wise in thy latter end. 21 There are many devices in a man's heart; nevertheless the counsel of the LORD, that shall stand. KJV
