<d-g> Father i thank you for this day and for your strength and comfort, that despite what we see in the outward, your word of grace is able to comfort and protect us through any trials and tribulations we may encounter, thank you Father that we have that victory given to us through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord

<d-g> John 16:33These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world. (KJV)

<d-g> def. for peace …..1515  eirene (i-ray'-nay); probably from a primary verb eiro (to join); peace (literally or figuratively); by implication, prosperity: KJV-- one, peace, quietness, rest, + set at one again.

<d-g> as we have seen since yesterdays study, our world around us is a turbulent one

<d-g> and yet despite what may occur, whether far away or close to home within our own walks, the key for each and everyone of us is to continue in this message of hope, delivering that message of reconciliation

<d-g> Isa 26:3Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee.  (KJV)

<d-g> a few interesting words that describe stayed, to refresh or revive

<helpmate> renewed

<d-g> so as things unfold in your own walk on a daily basis, it is a matter of how we train ourselves to handle these, will the first thing we do is react according to the old man and his ways, or be quicker to hear that still small quiet voice

<d-g> and as the book of james says, quick to hear, slow to speak, and slow to wrath

<d-g> Isa 57:19I create the fruit of the lips; Peace, peace to him that is far off, and to him that is near, saith the LORD; and I will heal him. 20But the wicked are like the troubled sea, when it cannot rest, whose waters cast up mire and dirt. (KJV)

<d-g> the wrath of man works not the righteousness of God, and when we allow those thoughts and ideas to take root, it can be bitter

<d-g> out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth will speak, and when i see a troubled sea, i think of one tossed with every wind of doctrine, one of hardship and toil

<d-g> Prov 16:1The preparations of the heart in man, and the answer of the tongue, is from the LORD. (KJV)

<d-g> having our feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace, ours is a ministry of reconciliation, to reconcile God and man

<d-g> Ps 85:7Shew us thy mercy, O LORD, and grant us thy salvation. 8I will hear what God the LORD will speak: for he will speak peace unto his people, and to his saints: but let them not turn again to folly.

 (KJV)

<d-g> and even though the seas and waters around us may be turbulent and rough, Father leads His sheep to the still waters, in pastures of green, where there is life and comfort

<d-g> 2 Cor 1:3Blessed be God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, and the God of all comfort; 4Who comforteth us in all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfort them which are in any trouble, by the comfort wherewith we ourselves are comforted of God. (KJV)

<d-g> comfort, to console, exhort, and refresh, being not conformed to this world, but allowing the transformation to take place by the renewing of our minds

<d-g> partaking of the living waters, that pure river of life that proceeds from the throne of God

<d-g> and we see the importance of each and every member of the body here, as we have learned to seek that comfort, to continue in it, then we are able to offer that word of reconciliation, like providing a cold drink of water on a hot day

<d-g> 2 Cor 1:5For as the sufferings of Christ abound in us, so our consolation also aboundeth by Christ. 6And whether we be afflicted, it is for your consolation and salvation, which is effectual in the enduring of the same sufferings which we also suffer: or whether we be comforted, it is for your consolation and salvation.  (KJV)

<d-g> and as these sufferings occur, its knowing where our consolation is, being still, knowing He is God, allowing His peace which surpasses my understanding, to rule and dictate 

<d-g> Rom 5:3And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; 4And patience, experience; and experience, hope: 5And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us. (KJV)

<d-g> in everything we give thanks, that throughout the trial of our faith, we would let patience have its perfect work, lacking nothing

<d-g> the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts, knowing that He is our only way of escape, that He will strengthen and gives us this peace which will allow us to endure to the end

<d-g> John 14:26But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. 27Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid. (KJV)

<d-g> in closing here, it is interesting to note, that the holy spirit is referred as the comforter, to bring all things to remembrance, to refresh and renew our minds with the truth, which will allow us to have that peace

<d-g> His peace is given us this day, do not let the thief break threw and steal, keep the mind renewed on the things that are true just, and pure, and you will not have to partake of muddy turbulent waters

<d-g> Ps 39:1I said, I will take heed to my ways, that I sin not with my tongue: I will keep my mouth with a bridle, while the wicked is before me. (KJV)

<d-g> its one thing to be angry at times, its another to speak those things into existence, and that is where we enter into sin

<d-g> death and life are in the power of our tongues, and we will eat the fruit of it

<d-g> Eccl 5:2Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven, and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few. (KJV)

<d-g> its training our spirit man, so that He has control of the heart, which will keep the tongue bridled

<d-g> Isa 26:3Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee. (KJV)

<d-g> it is a matter of what you are meditating on as well, will determine what comes out of the 

<d-g> Matt 15:11Not that which goeth into the mouth defileth a man; but that which cometh out of the mouth, this defileth a man. (KJV)

<d-g> we all have moments at times of anger and frustration, its a matter of biting our tongues if necessary, and being still and allowing our hearts and minds to be renewed with the truth

<d-g> training, training, training
