<chosen> Father we come before you with thanks and praise for all that you have ready for us to partake of in your Word, thank you for this time together in fellowship, and for knowing and providing all that each person here as need of to enable us to hold fast our profession of faith without wavering this day....in Christ Jesus our Lord and Saviour

<d-g> 1 Tim 6:12Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a good profession before many witnesses.  (KJV)

<d-g> we have been talking this week about fighting this good fight of faith, so that it will allow us to seize, lay hold on eternal life, for this is our calling

<d-g> for today, we will discuss what the good fight is not, and how we can be so easily distracted if caught off guard, and get hit with a knockout punch if one is not awake

<d-g> John 18:36Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence. (KJV)

<d-g> even in the time of the Lord, many wanted Him to establish his kingdom here on earth, to prove himself, show them a sign and then they would believe

<d-g> and yet we who know the truth, know the word is quite specific, the kingdom of God is within us, we have this treasure in earthen vessels

<d-g> and thus the importance of rightly dividing the word of truth, separating soul and spirit, what is of God and what is of the flesh

<d-g> Rom 8:7Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 8So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. (KJV)

<d-g> its this carnal mind, the one that has in the past, and even now if allowed to have the influence, is what we are contending with

<d-g> does God need to show you a sign and wonder for you to believe, did you find the love and peace of God from something on the outward, or was it the inward man that experienced the love joy peace?

<chosen> the inward

<at-peace> inward

<diligently> the inward, the joy and peace of Fathers

<diligently> and love

<helpmate> the inward man...the outward man will never be content...if the inward man is not content and at peace

<d-g> the eyes of man are never satisfied, thus why paul wrote that godliness with contentment is great gain

<d-g> knowing who you are in Christ, knowing Father looked down and saw that everything that He made was very good

<d-g> which does include us, if any man be in Christ, stays in the spirit, then they are a new creation, then one is able to see that our old nature is passed away, and truly all things are become new

<d-g> when you look at yourself, do you see that new creation, or do you still see the old?

<diligently> we see the new creation

<helpmate> we see Christ in me

<chosen> the new

 <at-peace> the new

<d-g> and do we always remember that person we see, or do we look in the mirror, walk away and quickly forget what manner of man we have been made into

<diligently> some times in past have forgotten

<d-g> Gal 2:20I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.21I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain. (KJV)

<d-g> we talked yesterday a lot about the word “now”, today we see the word “I am”, this moment crucified with Christ

<d-g> similar to a fighter in training, in order to stay in shape and prepare, he must abstain from things that defile the body, and cause it to get out of shape

<d-g> the grace of God, is what allows me to be not conformed to this world, and the cares of it, but to be transformed, changed, by the renewing of the mind

<d-g> i will not frustrate that grace, by getting caught up in things of this life, things that can weigh a person down and very easily distract

<d-g> 2 Tim 2:3Thou therefore endure hardness, as a good soldier of Jesus Christ. 4No man that warreth entangleth himself with the affairs of this life; that he may please him who hath chosen him to be a soldier. (KJV)

<d-g> hardness, referring to afflictions, sufferings and persecutions

<d-g> the word warreth again refers to fight, and nothing clouds the hearing more, causes confusion, than one who becomes double minded, trying to serve two masters

<d-g> James 4:7Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. (KJV)

<d-g> in order to resist, the first thing that is needed is to submit, the just shall live by faith

<d-g> if we fight this good fight of faith, in accord and agreement with God and his word, then the adversary will flee

<d-g> well, i believe i will stop here for the day, any questions or comments?

<d-g> basically put, todays study was a reminder to stir up remembrance

<helpmate> and that it has

<diligently> o/

<d-g> yes judy

<diligently> Father really has brought to my  attention the part of.... we must abstain from things that defile the body... in the past Father has asked of me to stay away from something...and we would, but then the devil would try to get it to me a different way...Father lets me to see ,there is so much to learn…and so important for me to always be at attention.

<d-g> Father knows what we have need of before we ask, and if He is instructing us to put something aside that is not beneficial to our walk, crucifying and area that is hindering, we need to be confident it is for our benefit

<diligently> He asks of us to flee from all unclean

<diligently> yes

<d-g> if we resist the devil, he will flee, but if we entertain and give audience to the deceptions, we have giving place to him, allowed him to take up residence

<d-g> neither give place to the devil
