<opentext> And even more so, that they do not consider, let alone admit, that is what has to be within their heart.

<opentext> Rom 10:8, But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, ​even in thy mouth, and in thy heart​: that is, the word of faith, which we preach; (KJV)
<opentext> Faith or fear; that is what one's words will produce on the scene. There is no inbetween. Life or death, blessing or curse!

<opentext> It is the character of a good man, that he has a good treasure in his heart, and from thence brings forth good things, as there is occasion. Graces, comforts, experiences, good knowledge, good affections, good resolutions, these are a good treasure in the heart; (MH)

<opentext> Could this be why we are told to be quick to hear, and slow to speak?
