For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. (KJV)

<opentext> Ps 86:12-13 I will praise thee, O Lord my God, with all my heart: and I will glorify thy name for evermore. For great is thy mercy toward me: and thou hast delivered my soul from the lowest hell.(KJV) 
<opentext> Eph 1:19-20, And what is the exceeding greatness of his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of his mighty power, Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, (KJV) 
<opentext> Christ, the power and wisdom of God. Are you using all that has been made available to you?

<opentext> Eph 2:5-6, Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;) And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus: (KJV) 
<opentext> Casting down the thoughts and imaginations, before they pull you down out of Father's realm. 
<opentext> John 6:63, It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.(KJV) 
<opentext> Col 2:20-22, Wherefore if ye be dead with Christ from the rudiments of the world, why, as though living in the world, are ye subject to ordinances, (Touch not; taste not; handle not; Which all are to perish with the using;) after the commandments and doctrines of men? (KJV) 
<opentext> if we are dead with Christ....then we have to remember that we are also risen with Him.....and rise above all of the leadings of the flesh..... my flesh must decrease, that His Spirit within me might increase...growing up into Him in all things 
<opentext> John 6:57, As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall live by me. (KJV) 
<opentext> as we partake in and of His Word, it is indeed His Spirit that will feed us, as well as give life to us... being daily partakers of His heavenly manna 
<opentext> Rom 1:17, For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, The just shall live by faith. (KJV) 
<opentext> Matt 4:4 But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. (KJV) 
<opentext> John 6:32-33 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven. For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and giveth life unto the world. (KJV) 
<opentext> we have the choice, of what food it is that we partake of each and every day. It is the bread that is from heaven, that will keep us risen with Christ, and seated in heavenly places. 
<opentext> Rom 5:2, By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God. (KJV) 
<opentext> if access is only by faith, then we have to be continually hearing that message delivered to us by Christ. one cannot accept any cheap imitations....for there are many imposters out there. 
<opentext> 2 Cor 1:24, Not for that we have dominion over your faith, but are helpers of your joy: for by faith ye stand. (KJV) 
<opentext> each and every person has to work out their own salvation....however, we can point people to the truth of God's Word. we can answer them of the reason of the hope that is within us, when we are asked... however, unless we are feeding ourself daily, with His bread...we will answer with our own words, rather then His Word. this is why we study for Father's approval, so that we never have reason to be ashamed before Him and this can only happen, as we take the time daily, to rightly divide the Word of truth 
<opentext> 2 Cor 5:7, (For we walk by faith, not by sight:) (KJV) 
<opentext> we are to walk by the Word of God...our path illuminated by His lamp...our feet shod in and with the gsopel of peace

<opentext> Rom 3:27-28 Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? Nay: but by the law of faith. Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law. (KJV) 
<opentext> our conficence is in God and His Word, and this is what gives us the confidence of the work that He as started in us, and that He will bring it to completion, as we stay in Christ. 
<opentext> Gal 3:11, But that no man is justified by the law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith. (KJV) 
<opentext> it is not by works, but rather by obedience to His Word...allowing His Word to become a way of life for us... He is the way to Father, and this comes only through His Word which is truth, and when it is the way that we live, it will produce eternal life in and through Him 
<opentext> 1 Pet 4:1-2, Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin; That he no longer should live the rest of his time in the flesh to the lusts of men, but to the will of God. (KJV)
