It is when Christ is dwelling richly within us, that a 
marriage will be a united effort.

example when one does not believe as we do...no, it is not.....but unless we put 
forth the Word first in our life.....we have become a hearer of the Word, and 
not a doer of the Word, and we deceive only ourself… we have to hold fast our 

profession of faith, in spite of what the physical circumstances around us may 
try to dictate...holding God to be true, and knowing that His Word does indeed 
work, as long as i doubt not in my heart

spouse does is of no consequence 
<opentext> it is not always easy, to hold fast to the Word, when everything and 

everyone around us is saying things contrary to the Word....however, this is 
where we have to determine that we hold God to be true....knowing that in Him we 
always triumph in Christ… God has never failed those that have believed and 
trusted in Him....the key is though, that when we speak unto that mountain, we 
CANNOT doubt in our heart.....we need to hold fast to the truth…. the examples 

of faith that we see recorded in the Bible, are not many considering all the 
years of recorded history that we covered...and why is this?...because very few 
have been willing to hold fast to God and His Word when the persecution or such 
arises...this is why Paul says that the Word must be our most prized 
possession.....only then will we hold fast in the midst of the storm… as one 

would hold onto a life preserver in the middle of the ocean…. when is it that 

we usually get in trouble....when we are going to show the other person that we 
are right? or when we decide we are going to yell louder then they are? we 

often times forget how it was that Jesus Christ witnessed a good confession 
before Pilate, He said...nothing… being the example of the believer...at all 
times, not just when it is convenient for us.....

shall he take care of the church of God?) (KJV) 
<opentext> [For if a man know not] Method is a matter of great importance in all 

the affairs of life. It is a true saying, He that does little with his head must 
do much with his hands; and even then the business is not half done for want of 
method… Now, he who has a proper method of doing business will show it in every 
affair of life, even the least. He who has a disorderly family has no government 
of that family; he probably has none because he has no method, no plan, of 
presiding…It was natural for the apostle to say, If a man know not how to rule 
his own house, how shall he take care of the church of God?… Look at a man's 
domestic arrangements; if they be not good, he should not be trusted with any 
branch of government, whether ecclesiastical or civil. (from Adam Clarke
