<opentext> Col 4:3-4, Withal praying also for us, that God would open unto us a 
door of utterance, to speak the mystery of Christ, for which I am also in bonds: 
That I may make it manifest, as I ought to speak. (KJV)

<opentext> definition for ought: 1163 dei- 1) it is necessary, there is need 

of, it behooves, is right and proper a) necessity lying in the nature of the 
case b) necessity brought on by circumstances or by the conduct of others toward 
us. c) necessity in reference to what is required to attain some end d) a 
necessity of law and command, of duty, equity e) necessity established by the 
counsel and decree of God, especially by that purpose of his which relates to 
the salvation of men by the intervention of Christ and which is disclosed in the 
Old Testament prophecies concerning what Christ was destined finally to undergo, 
his sufferings, death, resurrection, ascension.

<opentext> 1 Cor 9:16-17, For though I preach the gospel, I have nothing to 
glory of: for necessity is laid upon me; yea, woe is unto me, if I preach not 
the gospel! For if I do this thing willingly, I have a reward: but if against my 
will, a dispensation of the gospel is committed unto me. (KJV)

<opentext> another way of looking at the word....preach...is for one to live the 
Word, in the capacity of their knowledge 
<opentext> [For though I preach the Gospel] I have cause of glorying that I 
preach the Gospel free of all charges to you; but I cannot glory in being a 
preacher of the Gospel, because I am not such either by my own skill or power. I 
have received both the office, and the grace by which I execute the office, from 
God. I have not only his authority to preach, but that authority obliges me to 
preach; and if I did not, I should endanger my salvation yea, woe is unto me, if 
I preach not the Gospel. As every genuine preacher receives his commission from 
God alone, it is God alone who can take it away. Woe to that man who runs when 
God has not sent him; and woe to him who refuses to run, or who ceases to run, 
when God has sent him.(from Adam Clarke Commentary)

would have an answer for any person that would ask a reason of the hope that is 
within us......which means one must then also be living the Word, for anyone to 
ask 
<opentext> Isa 6:8, Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying, Whom shall I 
send, and who will go for us? Then said I, Here am I; send me. (KJV) 
<opentext> When asked, are we ashamed or afraid to answer? Will you allow God to 
use you in the way and manner that He sees as best? 
<diligently> yes,indeed 
<at-peace> no and yes 
<helpmate> yes 
<his> no and yes 
<opentext> Isa 1:18-20, Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: 
though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they be 
red like crimson, they shall be as wool. If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall 
eat the good of the land: But if ye refuse and rebel, ye shall be devoured with 
the sword: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it. (KJV) 
<opentext> One has to first be willing, and then be obedient to that which is 
asked... that our life would be an open manifest of God's Word, that our life 
would speak loudly of God's glory working in us.......that it would speak of the 
work that God is doing in us through Christ Jesus 
<opentext> Phil 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun 
a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: (KJV)
<opentext> are you confident of the work that He has started in you? 
<his><helpmate><diligently><at-peace> yes 
<shama> yes, more each day 
<opentext> are you confident that he will continue to perform it?

<helpmate> if we allow Him to

<opentext> and that can only happen as we sit and reason together with 
God...that we hear and obey His instructions......that we do that which He asks 
of us...no more, and certainly no less... 
<opentext> Jer 1:17, Thou therefore gird up thy loins, and arise, and speak unto 
them all that I command thee: be not dismayed at their faces, lest I confound 
thee before them. (KJV) 
<opentext> How often do you look at the faces of those in front of you, rather 
then keeping fresh in mind, who it is you are serving? 
<diligently> we know we are serving Father and only Father. 
<his> should not but do

<opentext> so then, it has to do with our confidence in knowing the God we 
serve, and this can only come about by the time that we spend with Him, in His 
word, so that it becomes an integral part of our life.... it is then that we 
will begin to understand that His perfect love removes and casts out all 
fear....for the power of God Christ, causes one to recognize and accept His 
love, which then produces a sound mind within you..... 
<opentext> Acts 4:20-21, For we cannot but speak the things which we have seen 
and heard. So when they had further threatened them, they let them go, finding 
nothing how they might punish them, because of the people: for all men glorified 
God for that which was done. (KJV) 
<opentext> every man is responsible to God for his opinions and his conduct. Man 
may not control him, but God may and will. The great question before every man 
is, What is right in the sight of God? It is not, What is expedient, or safe, or 
pleasurable, or honorable among people? but, What is right in the sight of God? 
(from Barnes' Notes) 
<opentext> we cannot speak but the things that we have seen and heard....and 
this can only come about as we have sat together with God, and reasoned with 
Him..... we can only know what is right in the sight of God, as we have 
conversed with Him....we must remember, that His sheep hear His voice....faith 
by hearing, by hearing and obeying the message delivered by Christ... faith, my 
ability to trust and believe God and His Word, knowing that all of His promises 
are yea and amen.....how confident are you of that which he has spoke to you?

<diligently> we just wanted to say..we love that..it really touches our 
heart..His sheep hear his voice.

according to that a man hath, and not according to that he hath not. (KJV) 
<opentext> all too often, we look at what we think others have, rather then 
being content and responsible with that which Father has opened and given to 
us.... 
<opentext> Phile 1:14, But without thy mind would I do nothing; that thy benefit 
should not be as it were of necessity, but willingly. (KJV) 
<opentext> are we willing participants in that which God has asked of us? 
<diligently> yes,we are 
<his> am now 
<at-peace><helpmate><shama> yes 
<opentext> 1 Pet 5:2-4, Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the 
oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but 
of a ready mind; Neither as being lords over God's heritage, but being ensamples 
to the flock. And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown 
of glory that fadeth not away. (KJV)
<opentext> being an example of the believer......living the Word of God to the 
best of our ability this day.... 
<opentext> Wonderful as Paul's preaching was to his hearers and seems to us, he 
was never satisfied with it. What preacher can be? (from Robertson's Word 
Pictures in the New Testament) 
<opentext> do we look at and concentrate on the message or the messenger? 
<helpmate><shama> <his> message 
<diligently> oh my..the message it is from Father 
<at-peace> it should be always be the message 
<girls-x-2> I know it should always be the message, but sometimes it is the 
messenger… but not as much as it use to be!!! 

<opentext> Can we, or should we, ever, while we are here, be satisfied with what 
we know of God and His Word? 
<helpmate> no, never 
<shama> no.... we never are 
<girls-x-2> no, we always need to be seeking more! 
<diligently> no 
<at-peace> no, we should be seeking out more of what His Word 
<his> no 
<opentext> We should always be striving to present His Word in great plainness. 
Making His Word easy to be entreated for any that are sincerely seeking. 
<opentext> [As I ought to speak] Whether in bonds or at large. Paul felt that 
the gospel ought always to be Spoken with plainness, and without the fear of 
man. It is remarkable that he did not ask them to pray that he might be 
released… "Why" he did not we do not know; but perhaps the desire of release 

did not lie so near his heart as the duty of speaking the gospel with boldness 
It may be of much more importance that we perform our duty aright when we are 
afflicted, or are in trouble, than that we should be released. (from Barnes' 
Notes) 
<opentext> What we may appear to man is not of importance, but rather that we 

are doing that which Father asks of us. Being always ready, well prepared to 
have His answer, for any man that asks the reason of the hope within us. 
<opentext> "That I may make this mystery known to those who have not heard of 
it, and make it plain to their understanding, in such a manner as I ought to 
do." He had been particular in telling them what he prayed for on their behalf, 
ch. 1.. Here he tells them particularly what he would have them pray for on his 

behalf. Paul knew as well as any man how to speak; and yet he begged their 
prayers for him, that he might be taught to speak. The best and most eminent 
Christians need the prayers of meaner Christians, and are not above asking them. 
The chief speakers need prayer, that God would give them a door of utterance, 
and that they may speak as they ought to speak. (from Matthew Henry's 
Commentary) 
<opentext> a manifest...a bill of lading...is your life that written epistle, 
that when men look at you, they are able to see the new life in Christ made 
plain by you?… today, will you allow the new life in Christ within you, to be 

made manifest in and through you, in the way and manner that God would have you 
speak?

<shama> sometimes when we try to explain something that Father has showed us in 
His Word, to someone around us, we know it so clearly in our heart but find it 
hard to explain it in words......why is that? are we not allowing Him to speak 
it through us, or are we meant to be quiet? 
<opentext> that is an area that many have trouble with and in.... often, it is 
that we know what the Word will say on an area, and now we need to hear and 
learn from Father, on how He would have us present it....and this does not 
always happen in our timing.... so growing in that confidence on when (and if) 
He would have us speak on that… many times, just the life we live, can speak 
louder than any words we could speak… so, if i allow that Word to be alive in 

me, it will bring about changes in ones life, that will speak loudly to those 
around us, without one speaking a word… that which Father opens or shows me...is 
to draw me closer to Him, that is the priority, and that is what we have to keep 
foremost within ones heart and mind...working out our own salvation, with fear 
and trembling... many times Father shares things with me, that He has me be 
silent on....even though i would like to go shout it… as one studies and 
meditates on it, it then becomes much clearer, and way of life....it is usually 
then that Father will allow us to share it
