<his> Father we come before you through Christ Jesus our Lord and Saviour with thanksgiving in our hearts and open minds ready to listen to and receive that which You have for us this day. We ask in  Christ Jesus name that You help us to maintain our focus on that which You have to say to each of us. And we thank You and praise you for this.

<opentext> Eph 1:12-13, That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ. In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 1:12-13, to make us redound to the praise of His glory by being the first to put our hope in Christ. You have also heard in Him the message of the truth, the gospel of your salvation, and in Him you also by your faith have been stamped with the seal of the long promised Holy Spirit, (Moffatt)

<opentext> After you heard, the Word of truth! You,..... had to hear it! You, had to receive it into your inner most being. You, had to accept it as for you. You had to believe it, and act upon it, that it is so. 

<opentext> Definition "after you have heard"  191  akouo- 1) to be endowed with the faculty of hearing (not be deaf) 2) to hear:  a) to attend to, to consider what is or has been said  b) to understand, to perceive the sense of what is said. 3) to hear something: a) to perceive by the ear what is announced in one's presence  b) to get by hearing, to learn  c) a thing that comes to one's ears, to find out, to learn  e) to give ear to a teaching or a teacher  f) to comprehend, to understand. (Thayer's)

<opentext> to attend to....attending to His Word....being that servant … Same translation or Greek word for where in Revelation it talks about, **let him hear** what the Spirit says to the Churches. One has to be receptive to hearing the message delivered by and through Christ. The words that He spoke, are indeed Spirit, and they are life, to those who will hear it, receive it, believe it and then live it.

<opentext> I Jn 1:3-4, That which we have ​seen and heard​ declare we unto you, that ye also may have fellowship with us: and truly our fellowship is with the Father, and with his Son Jesus Christ. And these things write we unto you, that your joy may be full. (KJV)

<opentext> we seldom comprehend how much we hear...as well as how much the faculty of hearing does affect us…  nor, have we paid close attention to how many verses talk about hearing.

<opentext> Heb 3:15, While it is said, To day​ if ye will hear his voice​, harden not your hearts, as in the provocation. (KJV)

<opentext> Heb 2:3, How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us ​by them that heard him​; (KJV)

<opentext> faith is by hearing.....hearing and obeying the message delivered by Christ.....how attentive are we though, to that which has been spoken?

<diligently> we want to be very attentive .

<shama> more now than we used to be, there is always something more to hear in His Word

<his> not as much as could or should be..there is always more to hear

<opentext> do we operate with selective hearing? in other words, do we hear only that which we want to hear?

<diligently> sometimes 

<shama> yes at times we do

<his> i don't know...probably at times

<opentext> Heb 2:1, Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things​ which we have heard,​ lest at any time we should let them slip. (KJV)

<opentext> Definition for...should let them slip...3901  pararrhueo- to glide by: lest we be carried by; to pass by a) lest the salvation which these things heard show us how to obtain, to slip away from us b) a thing escapes me  c) it slips my mind

<opentext> When we do not give the honest effort of hearing to that which Father is speaking....is when these things will slip right by....since we were not applying a sincere effort.  Anyone besides me ever had to ask Father to repeat something, because they were not being attentive?

<helpmate> yes

<diligently> yes,and ask forgiveness

<opentext> and then.... pride gets in the way for some, and they will not ask Father to repeat what they missed...

<opentext> 2 Tim 1:13, Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and love which is in Christ Jesus. (KJV)

<opentext> hold fast = to possess....how often do we take possession of that which we have heard? or do we just kind of throw it in a storage area

<opentext> 1 Tim 4:16, Take heed unto thyself, and unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that hear thee. (KJV)

<opentext> continuing in the faith, continuing in the Word..being that example of the believer....

<opentext> Col 1:23, If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel,​ which ye have heard​, and which was preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; (KJV)

<opentext> Phil 4:9, Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you. (KJV)

<opentext> do we ever really comprehend, how many other people are watching us? listening to us, and that which we speak?

<diligently> maybe we dont.but many have brought it to our attention.

<helpmate> no...we would be much more watchful if we really did

<shama> no we dont

<his> could think of about 50 straight off

<opentext> being a doer of the Word, and not a hearer only....living the very Word of God, not just talking about it

<opentext> Eph 4:29, Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace ​unto the hearers​. (KJV)

<opentext> please note...that it ministers grace to the hearers.....not to everyone

<diligently> o/

<opentext> yes judy

<diligently> and are the hearers the people that want to hear what Father has to say? they might be hearing and liking it..but they might not even let you know ?

<opentext> it is not necessary for us to know who is hearing it....only that we are obedient to that which we hear from the throne of God.

<opentext> Eph 3:2-3,​ If ye have heard of the dispensation of the grace of God which is given me to you-ward: How that by revelation he made known unto me the mystery; (as I wrote afore in few words, (KJV)

<opentext> Rom 10:18, But I say​, Have they not heard​? Yes verily, their sound went into all the earth, and their words unto the ends of the world. (KJV)

<opentext> Eph 1:13, In whom ye also trusted,​ after that ye heard the word of truth​, (KJV)

<opentext> Today, will you hear His Word of truth, and allow it to become a way of life for you?
