<opentext> To make all men see.....no matter who you are, you have the opportunity this day, to have everyone that sees you, to be confronted or challenged by the Word of God, if you are living this day for Him… Even in our own life and walk, in the past we have hid God from the rest of the world. We did not speak up, because of what we thought people might say or think.

<opentext> definition for fellowship....2842  koinonia (koy-nohn-ee'-ah); from 2844; partnership, i.e. (literally) participation, or (social) intercourse, or (pecuniary) benefaction: KJV-- (to) communicate (-ation), communion, (contri-) distribution, fellowship.

<opentext> a partnership in the mystery....it is only as one is in an active partnership with Father through Jesus Christ, that this will be manifest before those that we are around…  the key then, is maintaining this active partnership....which is maintained by constant communications, or in other words, prayer …  Praying without ceasing. Learning to always communicate with Father, and we know, that no man can go to Father, but by Jesus Christ. He is the way, established by the truth, which will lead one to eternal life.

For ever, O LORD, thy word is settled in heaven. 90 Thy faithfulness is unto all geerations: thou hast established the earth, and it abideth. 91 They continue this day according to thine ordinances: for all are thy servants. 92
