Be not hasty to utter anything, till you have weighed the words, and whether they will truly bring life or death…  Also note, that Paul says to be filled....most are operating on insufficient supplies. They only take of the Spirit that which they think is necessary…  How often do "you" use all that God has made available to you?

Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;  (KJV)

<opentext> IF, we are filled with His Spirit, then we will do all that we can, to keep our mind renewed with the Word, so that the heart is controlling the mind… Note, speaking to "yourself". Training the child in you in the way they should go.....not being or playing the entertainment committee…  I have to first work out my own salvation with reverence and respect towards God, before i can be effective with anyone else… Most often, it is as i am tending to my relationship with God, that others will see, and then ask a reason of the hope within me… This is why we walk by faith, and not by sight. We do not let emotions or the situation control us…  The joy of the Lord is supposed to be my strength. This comes from the heart, not the head…  The peace of God which passes all earthly understanding, is first in the heart, which then brings the head into subjection to His Spirit, which is supposed to be ruling and reigning within my heart… Thus why we are supposed to be the example of the believer....in every word that we speak, by our every day conversation...always being that written epistle, known and read by all those around us… This is why His Word is to be written in our hearts.....not memorized in the head. Most people act like parrots...awkkk...the Bible says...but it is not a way of life for them.
