If we remain in Christ, there is nothing that the devil can do, except going about roaring, trying to instill fear… If one remains in Christ, then His power, is what will always remind us of Father's love, which will produce a sound, solid mind, that is renewed in and by God's Word, for you will know that all of His promises are yea, and amen!

<opentext> The work has already been done. Now, it is up to you, what you do with all that Father has made available to you, the believer… Take all that God has made available to you. Most only take what they want,  or what they  think that they need… The only way one can take the whole armor of God...is by taking the time, making the effort, to read His instruction manual. Learning all that He has placed there for us.

<opentext> Jesus Christ is seated at the right hand of Father. By knowing who we are in Him, we can then see that we must recognize that by remaining in Him...one will always triumph. The devil is unable to remove us from there, as long as we stay in agreement with Father and Son… that is why Paul says, that you may know YOUR rights and authority in Christ. For Christ is the power of God, He who rose with the keys of hell and death… Jesus of Nazareth, in always allowing Christ to lead in His life, listened to and implemented all the counsel of God, and though tempted in every manner as we are, sinned NOT,  for He always listened to Father's wisdom… what are we standing against? the trickery of the devil.

<opentext> we are not to be ignorant of the devils devices or methods…  In Matthew chapter four, the devil tried to use the Word to trick or mislead Jesus of Nazareth. However, by His knowing the Word, Christ, He was able to rightly divide the Word of truth, and thus had nothing to be ashamed of. For He used all that Father had made available to Him… We, the individual, are to put on, or take all that Father has made available to us, we need to allow His Word to become a very part of us. It has to become an actual way of life.(He is the way, established by and through the truth of God's Word, and if one will follow this path, it will bring them to eternal life)… He set the example, that we can follow, by hearing and obeying His Word, which will cause us to remain seated in Him…  That you may be able to stand.....i can do all things through Christ, who is my strength…  Paul in writing to the Philippians said...but my God shall supply all your need....Paul knew the God that he served, and was encouraging the people to know God on the same level that he did…  How often do we look at the relationship we "think" other people have with God....and wish that we could have the same thing?

<opentext> Put on the whole armor of God....that YOU...may be able to stand. God is no respecter of persons, what He did for Jesus of Nazareth, He has to do for you, IF....you hold Him to His Word.

<opentext> It is one thing to read the Word, and nod our head in agreement with it. However, we must also receive it into our life, and allow it to  become a way of life…  Many will read these verses, nod their head in agreement with it, but in their heart believe that it is for everyone else but them…  Paul started off in verse 10, by reminding them how they had got this far, and why they were yet one of the remaining ones. We too must remember how it is that we have got this far. And now, we have to make that effort to take control of all that Father has made available to us.

<opentext> Ps 119:9-11 9 Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? by taking heed thereto according to thy word. 10 With my whole heart have I sought thee: O let me not wander from thy commandments.11
Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee.  (KJV)
