<opentext> Eph 6:15, And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; (KJV)

<opentext> Your feet, quit worrying about everyone else’s feet, or what everyone else is doing. What is the basis of my relationship with God? … If we will remember that which Paul started off with, we are to be established in the truth of His Word, and have an understanding of the righteousness that has been made available to us…  How much do I trust and believe in what He has done for me?

<opentext> We often tell God we believe His Word, but do we act upon it? do we live it? or, do we hope that it works?

<opentext> Often times, one will believe it for everyone but themselves…  Do I realize, that all that He did, He did for me, that i could follow the example and path, that He prepared for me? … What one often fails to realize, is that the gospel of peace has been established. It has been set in place.

<opentext> Luke 3:4-6 4 As it is written in the book of the words of Esaias the prophet, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight. 5 Every valley shall be filled, and every mountain and hill shall be brought low; and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough ways shall be made smooth; 6 And all flesh shall see the salvation of God.
(KJV)

<opentext> If we hear His Word, and believe that which it says, then one will start to realize, that if we follow the example that Jesus Christ set for us, we will see that He did set the path that we can follow, as well as the standard.

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:9-10 9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.
10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. (KJV)

<opentext> As long as one looks and acts in the flesh, what can they hope to receive?

<opentext> They that are in the flesh, cannot please God. And Paul tells us here, that they are prepared for us, however, they are revealed by His Spirit.

<opentext> John 14:2-3 2 In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. 3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. (KJV)

<opentext> The place is prepared, the way is prepared, and now it is up to the individual, to make the choice to walk in His Word, in the strait and narrow path that He has established… Thus why we are told, to hold fast our profession of faith, without wavering.

<opentext> Gal 5:16-17 16 This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. 17
 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would. (KJV)

<opentext> We have the choice of which path we will walk in. No one can force us, as to which path we will walk…  That is why Paul said, that your feet, are to be shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace. Learning to hear and obey Father just as He did… How often is it, that we want someone else to hear for us?

<opentext> Would you want someone else to pick out your shoes for you? Maybe have them fitted for their feet, instead of yours?

<his> often a question will arise in one's mind: how do we recognise that it is important to ask another...and when not (that is when we are being lazy) ?

<opentext> No, it would not always be the case that one would be lazy. Each and every instance will be different, and so in each instance, one would or should ask Father for His counsel… We have brothers and sisters in the Lord for that very purpose. And if the person you ask is listening to God, sometimes they may tell you to go study a while longer.

<opentext> yes they do....for if they are not sure of the answer, then they should be silent, less they would lead someone astray. It would be much better to say we don't know, or that Father has not instructed us in that area yet… That is why Peter told us, to be ready to have an answer, for every man that asks a reason of the hope within us. The word "ready" in that verse....is the same word used for preparation in Eph 6:15…  In other words, we should know God's answer, or be silent… That is why often people will ask me a question, and it may be a day or two before they will get an answer…  that help Graeme?

<opentext> Jesus Christ went before us, to bring down the mountain tops to fill in the valleys; and made straight (Matt 7:13-14, Luke 3:5) the crooked paths. This is why He is the first-born of many brethren; the first-born from the dead. The firstfruits of them that slept… He set the way, and the example that each and every believer can follow. That is why He is the way, established by the truth, that will lead one to Eternal life. This is the only way to Father… Now, it is up to us, the individual, to use all of the gift (the full armor of God) ( Eph 4:7, 2Cor 9:15, Eph 2:8-9, 1Tim 4:14) that has been made available to each and every believer.

To be sure that each and every step taken is on a good foundation… Others can point us to the truth, but ultimately, it is up to you, what you will decide to do; and where you choose to walk. My prayer for each of you this day, is that YOU set your affections on things above, where Christ is seated.
