<opentext> Eph 6:15 15 And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; (KJV)

<opentext> Your feet shod, so that you can walk in the example that Jesus Christ set for us to follow…  Definition for walk, in the verses that we will cover this morning....

<opentext> 4043  peripateo- to walk: a) to make one's way, progress; to make due use of opportunities b) Hebrew for, to live 1) to regulate one's life 2) to conduct oneself  3) to pass one's life

<opentext> II Jn 1:6-7 6 And this is love, that we walk after his commandments. This is the commandment, That, as ye have heard from the beginning, ye should walk in it. 7
For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist.
(KJV)

<opentext> One should regulate their life, by the Word of God. It is the Word that sets one free, yet all too often we look at the messenger, rather then the message.

<opentext> Phil 3:17-18 17 Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample. 18 (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: (KJV)

<opentext> Being an example of the believer...in every word that we speak, by keeping our conversation so that it would always give glory to Father through Jesus Christ..... Our life regulated by the Word, so that one maintains their walk on that strait and narrow path… The Word should be hid in your heart, so that you will not stray. This is why the Word has to be a way of life, not just something that we talk about.

<opentext> Col 1:10-11 10 That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of God; 11 Strengthened with all might, according to his glorious power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joyfulness; (KJV)

<opentext> One is able to do all things, through Christ who is supposed to be your strength… Just as one walks everyday for strength, training and endurance in this life, this is the same diligence that one should walk in the Word…  Do you always feel like studying for His approval?

<opentext> So then, in most instances, no matter how tired you are, you still find strength to feed the flesh. For you know that if you do not do that, there will not be enough strength later. That you will have grown even weaker… Then how much truer is this for the spirit being?

<opentext> Col 2:6-7 6 As ye have therefore received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk ye in him: 7
Rooted and built up in him, and stablished in the faith, as ye have been taught, abounding therein with thanksgiving. (KJV)

<his> much more because everything has spiritual root

<opentext> Note what Paul says here....as you have received Christ Jesus, this is how you should regulate your life… Thus we are able to see how important it is, that one will come to Him as a child, so that they will become rooted and grounded in Him. That the proper foundation will be laid and built upon… After all, it is in Christ, that one becomes that new creation. It is in Christ that we are to draw all of our strength.

<opentext> Col 3:5-7 5 Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry:  6 For which things' sake the wrath of God cometh on the children of disobedience: 7 In the which ye also walked some time, when ye lived in them. (KJV)

<opentext> One needs to get rid of the old habits or walk. Allowing the old things to be past away. Do not go and dig them up again.

<opentext> Col 3:10 10 And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created him: (KJV)

<opentext> Put on the whole of the armor of God, that is allow Christ to rule and reign in your heart. Because you have come to rely on the truth of His Word, understanding that His righteousness has been made available to you, which gives you the guidelines by which to regulate your life.

<opentext> 1Thes 2:12-13 12
That ye would walk worthy of God, who hath called you unto his kingdom and glory. 13 For this cause also thank we God without ceasing, because, when ye received the word of God which ye heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually worketh also in you that believe. (KJV)

<opentext> It is His Word, therefore one has to use His Word with the proper respect and honor that is due Him. Father chastens and rebukes those whom He loves. So when His Word corrects you, it is because He loves you, and does not want you to stray from that strait and narrow path…  His Word will guide you, or direct your path, however, you still have to make the choice to follow it. You are still the one that controls the feet as to where you will walk.

<opentext> 1Thes 4:1 1 Furthermore then we beseech you, brethren, and exhort you by the Lord Jesus, that as ye have received of us how ye ought to walk and to please God, so ye would abound more and more. (KJV)

<opentext> Learning to walk, as pleasing to God. People are always watching us, and so the example that we set, is what others are going to think or assume what His Word is about. You are His representative. 

<opentext> 1Thes 4:11-12 11
And that ye study to be quiet, and to do your own business, and to work with your own hands, as we commanded you; 12 That ye may walk honestly toward them that are without, and that ye may have lack of nothing. (KJV)

<opentext> If one would realise, that every word that they speak is presenting either life or death, would there be as much conversation in the world as there now is?

<opentext> If one would only tend to their own business, that is that which Father has asked of them, would it leave time for anyone to be a busybody or gossiper?

<opentext> That is why in verse 12 there Paul says that we are to walk honestly, that is set the proper example for those that are without Christ… That your life would be regulated by the gospel of peace. This way people are able to see what Christianity is really about.

<opentext> II Th 3:6-7 6 Now we command you, brethren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly, and not after the tradition which he received of us. 7 For yourselves know how ye ought to follow us: for we behaved not ourselves disorderly among you;  (KJV)

<opentext> II Th 3:11-12 11 For we hear that there are some which walk among you disorderly, working not at all, but are busybodies. 12 Now them that are such we command and exhort by our Lord Jesus Christ, that with quietness they work, and eat their own bread. (KJV)

<opentext> Often times, one gets in trouble, because they want to learn that which they see others learning. Father knows what you have need of, before you ask of Him. Be content with that which Father gives you. Follow the example that Jesus Christ set.

<opentext> I Jn 1:7  7
But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. (KJV)

<opentext> His Word is the lamp to our feet. It is His Word that will illuminate our every step as we walk through this world…  However, one has to have the Word in their heart, so that it is a way of life, not just something that they have memorized. Today, will you allow the gospel of peace, to be that which regulates your every step?
