<diligently> they have even lived there mistakes

<opentext> and thus why Paul tells us to always pray, and to pray in the Spirit, seeking the wisdom of God, Christ Jesus, who has already been through the war, and come through victoriously… Often times, when we are facing situations, we will seek everyone’s counsel, but that of God's. Maybe, after all else has failed, then we will ask of Him… That is why we were instructed  to put on the full armour of God. Established by His truth, maintained by His righteousness, which will direct our every step, for we have taken God at His Word,, and renewed our mind with it, becoming totally dependent on being led and guided by His Spirit..... Then as we continue on this path, we will constantly communicate with Father, so that we will hear His counsel on all that we do.

<opentext> Eph 6:18 18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; (KJV)

<opentext> One thing that always impressed me about the Marine Corps, was that it was always team work. You were no better then the slowest person in your team. Everything was done as a team. Just as Paul tells us how we are to pray for all saints. This is a team effort, for their is but one body of Christ… When one prays, what is their motivation? That they may look better then everyone else? Or, that as a team, the whole of the flock gets home?

<diligently> all get home with  Father. as a team.

<rhoumai> praying that all of the body of Christ holds fast to their profession of faith without wavering

<opentext> Then we can also see, how important each part of the body is. Christ died for all.

<opentext> Often times, we try to figure out how we can teach and show others the way to His kingdom. Yet Paul clearly tells us here that we should seek His Words to put on the scene. This is the example that we see that Jesus Christ set forth. He only did the things He saw Father do. He only spoke those words that He heard Father speak… James says it quite well, being swift to hear, and slow to speak. Being quick and attentive to hear the message delivered by and through Christ, that we will grow up into Him, in all things… Note, that Paul says that utterance, speech words, may be given him. How often is it that you seek Father's counsel, before you engage the mouth housing group?

<h-d-k> much more often...but not always

<diligently> daily we seek Father more and more.

<at-peace> more often than used too, working to improve daily in this area

<shama> not always

<his> not every time

<his> in many situations...for example with a child..there is often not time (or seems to be not) to listen before speaking.....so do you mean more making sure one has prepared adequately in the Word at the start of the day..and then trusting..and if one does err seeking forgiveness and counsel ?

<opentext> If one has started the day off with Father, then one's mind will be renewed and started in the right direction. One may not think there is time, but if one will remember Joshua, when he was told that he had to have the victory before the sun went down, Joshua saw that the day was fading, and the battle might not be won, so he told the sun to stand still, and the sun stayed where it was, and Joshua obtained the victory. So there is always time

<opentext> Josh 10:12-14 12
Then spake Joshua to the LORD in the day when the LORD delivered up the Amorites before the children of Israel, and he said in the sight of Israel, Sun, stand thou still upon Gibeon; and thou, Moon, in the valley of Ajalon. 13 And the sun stood still, and the moon stayed, until the people had avenged themselves upon their enemies. Is not this written in the book of Jasher? So the sun stood still in the midst of heaven, and hasted not to go down about a whole day. 14 And there was no day like that before it or after it, that the LORD hearkened unto the voice of a man: for the LORD fought for Israel. <opentext> Now also notice, that Paul not only wanted the words to be given him, but also that he would open his mouth boldly. Being confident in the work that Father had begun in Him, despite of whatever opposition there may have been.

<opentext> Definition for boldly... 3954  parrhesia- 1) freedom in speaking, unreservedness in speech  a) openly, frankly, that is, without concealment  b) without ambiguity or circumlocution  c) without the use of figures and comparisons  2) free and fearless confidence, cheerful courage, boldness, assurance  3) the deportment by which one becomes conspicuous or secures publicity

<opentext> That words may be given him, Paul, that he might present a clear picture of what was revealed to him, in Christ. How often is it that we see teachers or preachers try to conceal or hide that which they think they know?

<rhoumai> yes, have seen some ashamed to speak, wanting to fit in with a crowd that wouldn't approve

<ready2> they use big words to hide little knowledge

<shama> often...unless they receive one's payment/money for it

<opentext> good answers....they try to either baffle the people by good words and fair speeches....or they try to market that which they think God has revealed only to them.

<opentext> 2 Cor 3:12 12 Seeing then that we have such hope, we use great plainness of speech:

<opentext> The clearer that one is able to see who they are in Christ, the clearer the picture they will be able to present to someone who will ask a reason of the hope that is within you… The message that we share, is the new life in Christ. and it stands out clearly from the rest of the world.
