<opentext> Eph 6:18-19 18 Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints; 19 And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the gospel,  (KJV)

<opentext> Pray without ceasing. Always operating in and by the Spirit of Christ. Those that worship God, must worship Him in spirit and in truth. This is the sort of fellowship or communion that Father seeks with His children. Father knows that which you have need of, before you ask; before you seek His counsel and guidance… Most, want to open their mouths and speak boldly; but the truth be know, unless one has learned to talk with, and heed Father's counsel, how can they ever learn to speak right words?

 being. It must become a way of life (for He is the way, established by the truth, that will lead one to eternal life, if they continue in hearing this message).

<opentext> Matt 6:7-8 7 But when ye pray, use not vain repetitions, as the heathen do: for they think that they shall be heard for their muchspeaking. 8 Be not ye therefore like unto them: for your Father knoweth what things ye have need of, before ye ask him.  (KJV)

<opentext> But when you talk or converse with Father....don't be like the heathen...they think they will be known by their long prayers, their multitude of words. Father knows that which we have need of, before we "ask". However, then one needs to listen for His answer.

<opentext> Eccl 5:1-2 1 Keep thy foot when thou goest to the house of God, and be more ready to hear, than to give the sacrifice of fools: for they consider not that they do evil. 2 Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven, and  thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few. (KJV)

<opentext> Note that the writer says to be more ready to hear....then to give the sacrifice of fools.

<opentext> Eccl 5:3 3 For a dream cometh through the multitude of  business; and a fool's voice is known by multitude of words. (KJV)

<opentext> Most, have a hard time being a listener. Even the world teaches people that the squeaky wheel will get the most grease… How often do you think being the squeaky wheel, or whiner with God, will get your answer quicker?

<helpmate> they that are in the flesh cannot please God

<rhoumai> it won't...we need only prayer, and supplication with  thanksgiving

<at-peace> it won't, because we would be more focused on the problem then hearing the solution

<opentext> Without faith, it is impossible to please Him. Whatever is not of faith, is sin. So when going to God, one must believe that He is a rewarder of those that will diligently seek

 Him… When your mouth starts flapping too much, remember  the answers Job received from God. He was asked where was he (Job), when God formed the universe and world…  Father knows that which we have need of, before we ask; and then one must listen to and for Father's answer. After all, faith comes by hearing.

<opentext> Rev 3:17 17 Because thou sayest, I am rich, and increased with goods, and have need of nothing; and knowest not that thou art wretched, and miserable, and poor, and blind, and naked: (KJV)

<opentext> Eccl 12:12-13 12 And further, by these, my son, be admonished: of making many books there is no end; and much study is a weariness of the flesh. 13 Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole

 duty of man. (KJV)

<opentext> Phil 4:6-7 6 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  7 And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ  Jesus. (KJV)

<opentext> It is only if one has taken the time, and put forth the effort in their relationship with Father, and allowed it to become a way of life, that one will have the words to put forth. To be able to open their mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of the kingdom of God.

<opentext> Eph 6:19-20 19 And for me, that utterance may be given unto me, that I may open my mouth boldly, to make known the mystery of  the gospel, 20 For which I am an ambassador in bonds: that therein I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak. (KJV)

<opentext> That utterance, speech, words may be given. Freely we have received, freely we are to give… Speaking so that one more may see the light, see the way, which leads to eternal life. (Not so people will think we are special)… Paul became a prisoner to this message of grace and hope. This was his life. This is what he lived for. The Word of God consume every aspect of His life…  Today, will you spend the time to talk with Father, so that He can give you that which you have need of, to remain faithful to Him, this day?
