<opentext> One also has to read all that was transpiring at the church in Corinth....so as to know what was transpiring there at the time of Paul's writing this. It is then that we can get a clear view of what was being addressed.

<opentext> 2 Cor 2:17 17 For we are not as many, which corrupt the word of God: but as of sincerity, but as of God, in the sight of God speak we in Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> Paul a little further goes on to explain what he is about, and the standards by which he operated. Thus, they are getting a clear picture of who Paul is, the message that he preaches, and the God that he serves… It is no different then the message that Jesus Christ preached........

<opentext> Matt 6:14-15 14 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you: 15 But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses. (KJV)

<opentext> and that forgiveness can only come through Christ Jesus.

<HisRemnant> so, paul is saying, it's not i that forgives you, but Christ within in me that forgives?

<opentext> for your sakes  forgave I it in the person of ​Christ​;



<opentext> what power of his own, did Paul have to forgive sins?

<HisRemnant> the power given within, not he as a person, in the flesh

<opentext> and later Paul wrote, that he could do all things through _______ who strengthened him.

<shama> Rom 12:14 14 Bless them which persecute you: bless, and curse not. (KJV)

<opentext> def for persecute.... 1377  dioko (dee-o'-ko); a prolonged (and causative) form of a primary verb dio (to flee; compare the base of 1169 and 1249); to pursue (literally or figuratively); by implication, to persecute: KJV-- ensue, follow (after), given to, (suffer) persecute (-ion), press forward.

<opentext> to those that are teaching or chasing other doctrines, we do not fellowship with, but we do pray that they may turn from their wayward way. That is what Paul is talking about in Romans 12:14. …  It is quite another thing to allow those into your house that are following another doctrine…  I am not to become a partaker of their evil deeds…  By allowing them into your house, you tell people you are in agreement with that which they believe and support.

<shama> so those that persecute us would be different to those that are following other doctrines?

<his> - We are to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling (Phil 12:2), as individual members of the body of Christ. Each member is responsible for their own salvation and no-one else's. Why in verse 8 does it say "that we lose not"…..."which we have wrought"…"but that we receive a full reward". Why "we" and not "you" ?

<opentext> a little leaven? …  how can two walk together, less they be agreed? … one has to work out their own salvation......look to yourselves....you the individual.....  people are followers....and who are they going to follow....

<opentext> II Jn 1:8 Keep guard over yourselves, so that you may not lose the results of your good deeds, but may receive back a full reward. (Weymouth)
