<opentext> also, one must remember, that when one is studying for Father's approval it brings about a peace in the heart, which then settles the mind (Phil 4:6-7)

<diligently> so how do we know if His word is going into our heart or our head?

<opentext> now, once we have heard the Word within the heart, it may take a few attempts before we are able to get the flesh to become subject to that which we are being taught....

<diligently> we do expect it of myself..and then we lose Fathers peace and get so upset,in the past we used to do that.

<at-peace> was thinking upon judy's question... and heard that it would also be a matter of the intentions of the heart,,, why are we studying this, what is the true motive of our heart… is it to impress someone or to please Father

Flee also youthful lusts: but follow righteousness, faith, charity, peace, with them that call on the Lord out of a pure heart. 23 But foolish and unlearned questions avoid, knowing that they do gender strifes. (KJV)

<opentext> 1 Pet 1:22 22 Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently: (KJV)

<opentext> youthful lusts...are usually jealousy and such, rather then having love for all of the brethren

<at-peace> should be to always be ready to give an answer of the reason of the hope within us

<opentext> studying so that one is prepared where ever they walk, to have Father's answer to respond with

<at-peace> as Father leads, yes :-)

<opentext> people often forget, that it says the feet shod with the "preparation" of the gospel of peace....one has to be ready or prepared

<at-peace> seeking for the furtherance of the gospel of Christ, not our own agendas

<opentext> Ps 119:9-11 9 Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? by taking heed thereto according to thy word. 10 With my whole heart have I sought thee: O let me not wander from thy commandments. 11
Thy word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin against thee. (KJV)

<his> commment-question: the sharing has helped much with the question on my heart (but am ready to hear more)......"how does one learn how to be still and know He is God"  ?

<opentext> often times we are so busy, that we fail to stop and look at all that is around us that speaks of God's glory, power and order throughout the world…  just in looking at helen's flower garden, and all the different varieties that are out there, shows how God is so ordered....all things after its kind, and yet derived from one simple seed....and the beauty that is there for us to enjoy....and yet tomorrow it is gone...  the more one learns to be still, the more one is able to hear God point out all of these things.....and then hear Him say how much more valuable we are, that are created after Their image and likeness… it is when we get in a hurry, that we only hear bits and pieces, rather then all of Father's counsel…  think about all of the times that you try to do 3 or 4 things at a time...how well can you hear all that is going on? as well as does every task then get done properly?

<opentext> so then, if it was not done well, did we take the time to be still, and hear Father's instructions properly? … it goes back to where we started today, that when we have heard Father's instructions properly, there will be a peace in the heart, (the mind may not understand how God will do it) and the heart will know that God will bring it to pass, as we stay attentive to His voice, and do exactly as He asks of us

<his> are you referring to tasks we think are important in studying the Word ?...or in a wider sense

<opentext> how often as God is talking with us, do "we" get in a hurry....trying to tell God that it has to be done within our framework of time? … in studying the Word, or in areas of applying the Word, they all go hand in hand…  does that help graeme?

<his> so if we did not hear all the instructions we can end up expecting too much of ourselves and get  discouraged ?....and fail

<opentext> if you only received half of the instructions for driving a car, what could happen?

<his> crash… or not even get going

<opentext> and not only hurt or kill yourself, but others as well …  thus, why one needs to be still long enough to hear all of Father's counsel … one must remember, that Father is always right on time.....even though we may not think so …  does that help graeme?
