<opentext> Heb 5:11-14, Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing. For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; 

And are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat. For every one that useth milk is unskillful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe. But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. (KJV).

<opentext> No meat...no discernment....and since 99% of the Church is on the milk, it is quite obvious why they are so easily led astray.  For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, Our faith can only grow by hearing the Word of God. If our hearing becomes lazy, what happens to our faith?

<opentext> So as we look at the Word, it is quite plain to see why so many are led astray...moved to another gospel. But, when in the middle of the desert, it is usually hard to understand how we got there.

<opentext> Galatians 1:7……Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ.(KJV).

<opentext> Galatians 1:7 Moffatt translation, " It simply means that certain individuals are unsettling you; they want to distort the gospel of Christ.

<opentext> psalms 119:9 Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? by taking heed thereto according to thy word. (KJV)

<opentext> Ps 37:23-24 The steps of a good man are ordered by the LORD: and he delighteth in his way. Though he fall, he shall not be utterly cast down: for the LORD upholdeth him with his hand.

<opentext> Rom 16:17-18, Now I beseech you, brethren, mark them which cause divisions and offences contrary to the doctrine which ye have learned; and avoid them. For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple. (KJV).

<opentext> Avoid = to deviate away from, to bring total separation.

<NowFaith> Excellent analogy as most that are false are annoying!

<opentext> 2 Cor 11:13-15, For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ. And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness; whose end shall be according to their works. (KJV).

<opentext> What amazes me, which most people go right by, is the fact that Paul had this problem already way back then, and people today do not believe that this can happen today, and since most are on the milk of the Word, they have NO discernment, and then stop to think about all the people that pray to and worship angels.

<opentext> If ye continue in my word,  ye shall know the truth, and truth shall make you free. shall make you free. Yet how often, do people look to people for the answers, rather then the Word??

<mizpah> Nearly all the time.

<at-peace> Most often.

<shama> Too often.

<mizpah> People want fast easy answers like fast food.

<opentext> People many times get mad at me because i answer everything with the Word....but what other answer is there??

<mizpah> Nothing that's worth anything.

<at-peace> If it is not from Father, then there is no real answer.

<opentext> This is where testimonies get in the way, because many people think that unless they have a big testimony, that God will not want to use them.

<NowFaith> We are lazy and not taught that we have the anointing of the Holy Spirit to guide us into all truth...we are taught to seek the answers of educated men.

<opentext> Our testimony should be what the Word has done in our life......the scriptures are what testify of what Jesus Christ did for us!

<opentext> Ephesians 2:8 > For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: (KJV)

<opentext> The ***gift*** of God....that is what our testimony should be about.

<opentext> Ephesians 4:7 > But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> Colossians 2:10 > And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power: (KJV)

<opentext> You are lacking nothing, to be able to complete the journey home.  It is the truth that sets us free. Unless we know the truth, how can we keep from being caught up in traditions and doctrines that are contrary to the Word?

<sWord> 1st Corinthians 1:6 > Even as the testimony of Christ was confirmed in you: (KJV)

<at-peace> We would not be able to without the truth.

<shama> We could not.

<opentext> This is why we have to follow the Word...not any man....that is why our answers should always be according to the Word!! not opinions or ideas.  My first clue that someone is unsure of what they say....is when they start of saying....i think the Word says this.  You shall KNOW the truth, and the truth shall set you free.

<opentext> John 17:17 > Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth. (KJV)

<opentext> Phil 3:17-19, Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an ensample. (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: Whose end is destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame, who mind earthly things.) (KJV)

<opentext> Note again..... (For many walk, of whom I have told you often,  and now tell you even weeping, that they are the  enemies of the cross of Christ:  Few find the straight and narrow path....but many walk in error.

<opentext> Galatians 4:27 > For it is written, Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not; break forth and cry, thou that travailest not: for the desolate hath many more children than she which hath an husband. (KJV)

<opentext> Most think that many are walking the straight and narrow path, but as we look at the Word, we see that that is not so.

<opentext> II Th 3:14-15, And if any man obey not our word by this epistle, note that man, and have no company with him, that he may be ashamed. Yet count him not as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother. (KJV)

<opentext> Note that it does not say some men...or those that give a lot can be excluded.

<opentext> Acts 15:24-26, Forasmuch as we have heard, that certain which went out from us have troubled you with words, subverting your souls, saying, Ye must be circumcised, and keep the law: to whom we gave no such commandment: It seemed good unto us, being assembled with one accord, to send chosen men unto you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul, Men that have hazarded their lives for the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. (KJV).

<mizpah> Those that give a lot at buildings...usually give money, for the accolades of men and not service to Father.

<opentext> That certain which went out from us have troubled you  with words, subverting your souls, now, if they had these problems in the early Church, how much more so some 1900+ years later??? how many more subverting words have been added to the text of man made doctrines??

<at-peace> much, much more

<NowFaith> yes

<opentext> The Word tells us that if one keeps any part of the old law, they are subject to all of the law. How many of you would like to live under all of the law??  Galatians 5:4 Moffatt translation, " You are for justification by the Law? Then you are done with Christ, you have deserted grace."

<mizpah> Nope...not at all!!!

<at-peace> not me

<shama> no

<NowFaith> no thanks

<opentext> Yet, almost every major denomination tries to get the people to live under part of the Law...what is wrong with that picture??

<mizpah> There isn't safety in numbers. Not big ones, anyway.

<at-peace> Those that are the so called leaders, don't know the Word as they say they do, so they only take parts of it and build on that.

<NowFaith> Pride and ego, flesh which is contrary to the spirit.

<opentext> This is why we have to know the truth. This is why we study for Father's approval.  This is why we need to take the time to feed our spirit man each and every day.
