Bible Study - July 6th
Father, we come before your throne this day through Jesus Christ our Lord and saviour. Father we ask that this day, you feed us with your heavenly manna that will feed and sustain us spiritually and physically. We thank you Father for all that you have blessed us already this day, and all that you have yet in store for us, whether at the start of this day, or as we rest in you during the night watch. We thank you and praise you Father through Christ Jesus our Lord...

Gal 1:7-8  Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ.

But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. (KJV)

1 Cor 1:10-13, Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. For it hath been declared unto me of you, my brethren, by them which are of the house of Chloe, that there are contentions among you. Now this I say, that every one of you saith, I am of Paul; and I of Apollos; and I of Cephas; and I of Christ. Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or were ye baptized in the name of Paul? (KJV).

There are no sides to choose, since there is but one Lord. One faith. One baptism. How much simpler can it get?

1 Cor 11:18-19, For first of all, when ye come together in the church, I hear that there be divisions among you; and I partly believe it. For there must be also heresies among you, that they which are approved may be made manifest among you. (KJV)

Phil 3:2-3, Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision. For we are the circumcision, which worship God in the spirit, and rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no confidence in the flesh. (KJV).

They that worship the Father……must….worship Him in Spirit and in truth; His Word is truth.

Col 2:8, Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. (KJV).

Definition for spoil….4812  sulagogeo (soo-lag-ogue-eh'-o); from the base of 4813 and (the reduplicated form of) 71; to lead away as booty, i.e. (figuratively) seduce: to carry off booty: a) to carry one off as a captive (and slave) b) to lead away from the truth and subject to one's sway.

Col. 2:8 Moffatt translation, “Beware of anyone getting hold of you by means of a theosophy which is specious make believe, on the lines of human tradition, corresponding to the elemental spirits of the world and not to Christ.”

2 Pet 2:1-4, But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction. And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of. And through covetousness shall they with feigned words make merchandise of you: whose judgment now of a long time lingereth not, and their damnation slumbereth not. For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment; (KJV).

It does not say that there might be false teachers among you, it says that there will be.

I Jn 2:19, They went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us, they would no doubt have continued with us: but they went out, that they might be made manifest that they were not all of us. (KJV)

1 John 2:18-19 1. More positively. They were once entertainers or professors of apostolical doctrine: "They went out from us (v. 19), from our company and communion;" possibly from the church of Jerusalem, or some of the churches of Judea, as <Acts 15:1>, Certain men came down from Judea, and taught the brethren, etc. The purest churches may have their apostates and revolters; the apostolic doctrine did not convert all whom it convinced of its truth.

(1.) The reason upon which it is concluded that they were not of us, were not what they pretended, or what we are, and that is their actual defection: "For, if they had been of us, they would no doubt have continued with us (v. 19); had the sacred truth been rooted in their hearts it would have held them with us; had they had the anointing from above, by which they had been made true and real Christians, they would not have turned antichrists." Those that apostatize from religion sufficiently indicate that, before, they were hypocrites in religion: those who have imbibed the spirit of gospel truth have a good preservative against destructive error.

(2.) the reason why they are permitted thus to depart from apostolical doctrine and communion-- that their insincerity may be detected: But this was done (or they went out) that they might be made manifest that they were not all of us, v. 19. The church knows not well who are its vital members and who are not; and therefore the church, considered as internally sanctified, may well be styled invisible. Some of the hypocritical must be manifested here, and that for their own shame and benefit too, in their reduction to the truth, if they have not sinned unto death, and for the terror and caution of others. You therefore, beloved, seeing you know these things before, beware lest you also, being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from your own stedfastness. But grow in grace, etc., <2 Pet. 3:17-18>. (from Matthew Henry's Commentary)

II Jn 1:7-10, For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist. Look to yourselves, that we lose not those things which we have wrought, but that we receive a full reward. Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son. If there come any unto you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into your house, neither bid him God speed: (KJV)

Jude 1:17-19, But, beloved, remember ye the words which were spoken before of the apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ; How that they told you there should be mockers in the last time, who should walk after their own ungodly lusts. These be they who separate themselves, sensual, having not the Spirit. (KJV)

Matt 18:15-18, Moreover if thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him his fault between thee and him alone: if he shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy brother. But if he will not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more, that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every word may be established. And if he shall neglect to hear them, tell it unto the church: but if he neglect to hear the church, let him be unto thee as an heathen man and a publican. Verily I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever ye shall loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. (KJV)

1 Cor 5:9-13, I wrote unto you in an epistle not to company with fornicators: Yet not altogether with the fornicators of this world, or with the covetous, or extortioners, or with idolaters; for then must ye needs go out of the world. But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat. For what have I to do to judge them also that are without? do not ye judge them that are within? But them that are without God judgeth. Therefore put away from among yourselves that wicked person. (KJV)

II Th 3:6-9, Now we command you, brethren, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that walketh disorderly, and not after the tradition which he received of us. For yourselves know how ye ought to follow us: for we behaved not ourselves disorderly among you; Neither did we eat any man's bread for nought; but wrought with labour and travail night and day, that we might not be chargeable to any of you: Not because we have not power, but to make ourselves an ensample unto you to follow us. (KJV)

1 Tim 6:3-6, If any man teach otherwise, and consent not to wholesome words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which is according to godliness; He is proud, knowing nothing, but doting about questions and strifes of words, whereof cometh envy, strife, railings, evil surmisings, Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, supposing that gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself. But godliness with contentment is great gain. (KJV)

If ANY man! It does not say some men, or certain individuals. If Any man teaches otherwise. Our words always have to be sound according to the Word of God, not man’s doctrines and traditions. Note again how pride steps in.

2 Tim 3:5, Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof: from such turn away. (KJV).

There is no power aside from the power of Christ!! <1 Cor. 1:24> One thing that many fail to hear and recognize, is that in serving God through Jesus Christ, that this power of God that is given to us, is never self serving. Paul shows us this quite clearly in Ephesians the 4th chapter.

Eph 4:11-15, And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive; But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: (KJV)

Eph 4:11-15 Moffatt translation, “ He granted some men to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to shepherd and teach, for the equipment of the saints, for the business of the ministry, for the upbuilding of the Body of Christ, till we should all attain the unity of the faith and knowledge of God’s Son, reaching maturity, reaching the full measure of development which belongs to the fulness of Christ…instead of remaining immature, blown from our course and swayed by every passing wind of doctrine, by the adroitness of men who are dexterous in devising error; we are to hold by the truth, and by our love to grow wholly into Him.”

Titus 3:10-11, A man that is an heretick after the first and second admonition reject; Knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself. (KJV)

Many times we get the saviour complex. We figure that surely we can save some of these people. What we fail to hear here, is that if we keep hanging around them, we too may be pulled down with them.

Definition of trouble

to agitate, to trouble (a thing, by the movement of its parts to and fro) 

a) to cause one inward commotion, to take away his calmness of mind, to disturb his equanimity 

b) to disquiet, to make restless 

c) to stir up 

d) to trouble, to strike one's spirit with fear and dread 

e) to render anxious or distressed 

f) to perplex the mind of one by suggesting scruples or doubts

Has there ever been a time when you were in church or listening to somebody talk about a subject in the Bible, that you were troubled by what you heard?  That you knew what you heard wasn't exactly right, but couldn't decide why it troubled you?

Many preachers today causes their congregations to be troubled.  However, most people shrug it off, saying to themselves, "It isn't pertinent to my salvation, why ask?"  And preachers see no problem in adding a little here, changing a little there or nipping and tucking here and there.

Such as the claim of most churches that a person must be water baptized to complete their salvation….a confirmation that a person has been saved.

Eph 4:4-6 There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; One Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all.

(KJV)

.  If Father knows in our hearts that we are saved, then who are we confirming our salvation to?  Who are we to be approved unto?

Matt 6:33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you.  (KJV)

We are not to seek the approval of men, but serve Father through Christ Jesus.  It is only through seeking Father first that we can please Him.

Rom 14:17-18  For he that in these things serveth Christ is acceptable to God, and approved of men.  Let us therefore follow after the things which make for peace, and things wherewith one may edify another. (KJV)

Another misconception is something that is ritualistically taught in many churches and most prominent in the Catholic church.  Churches quote "the Lord's prayer", parents teach their children "the Lord's prayer", and during times of crisis, or at funerals…the "Lord's prayer" is quoted.

Matt 6:9-13  After this manner therefore pray ye: Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.  Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors.  And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.  (KJV)

That prayer was just what it is stated as…an example of how to pray.  The Lord's Prayer, the one that Jesus Christ prayed to Father before He was delivered up for persecution can be found in Luke chapter 17.  That is the actual prayer that He prayed.  However, how many of you before you started studying the Word for yourself, knew that the Lord's prayer was in Luke 17?  

Matt 15:8-9  This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me. But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men. (KJV)

Something that is not only widely taught by preachers, but in every public image of the ark…merchandise, posters and in stories told to children is the story told as fact that only two of every kind came into the ark with Noah.

Gen 7:2-3  Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female.  Of fowls also of the air by sevens, the male and the female; to keep seed alive upon the face of all the earth.  (KJV)

…or that there were three wise men at the manger.

Matt 2:1-11 behold, there came wise men from the east to Jerusalem…and are come to worship him…and stood over where the young child was…And when they were come into the house, they saw the young child with Mary his mother…(KJV)

The wise men came to the house and saw the young child.  Preacher assume since there were three people that came to see the baby in the manger, that they can combine the stories and tell how the wise men came to see the baby.

Luke 2:8-20  And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field…Let us now go even unto Bethlehem… And they came with haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe lying in a manger.  

This is all another gospel.  And the Galatians were having the same kinds of problems in their church.  They were listening to judaizers and the judaizers were perverting the gospel Paul had taught.  So soon after Paul had preached to them, the gospel of Christ Jesus, they begin to mix the gospel with the law.

Rom 4:15-16 Because the law worketh wrath: for where no law is, there is no transgression. Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all,  (KJV)
