Deut 28:15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe to do all his commandments and his statutes which I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon thee, and overtake thee: (KJV)

<opentext> And if the hearing goes...then the curses are what come upon you.

<opentext> John 13:34-35 A new commandment I give unto you, That ye love one another; as I have loved you, that ye also love one another. By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another. (KJV)

<renewed> Because we aren't hearing Father, so therefore we don't see the pitfalls?

<opentext> Exactly...and by not hearing and obeying....we are subject to the curses...not the blessings.

<big_L> We are subject to curses even though we are a child of Fathers?

<shama> Probably on the wrong path!!

<at-peace> Not sure that I would be where I am today.

<opentext> If you will all look at the names column here...you will see a group of....one mores. Even though we do not see the results that **we** think we should see, we have to be faithful....we need to keep pressing towards the mark of the prize.

<helpmate> He will bring about the results that are needed.

<blessed> Because He is faithful.

<opentext> Because of each of your faithfulness...what have you been a part of in Finland...what have we watched Father do there?

<helpmate> Wonderful things.

<now-faith> *one* more

<opentext> If it was but **one**, would it all be worth it??

<shama> oh yes

<renewed> Yes if it was only for one it still would be.

<at-peace> yes it would 

<opentext> How often do we get discouraged and want to faint...because we do not see **numbers**?

<shama> sometimes

<renewed> Not numbers so much as those who hear the truth, not always receiving it.

<now-faith> Yes, I agree Cheryl.

<at-peace> Never... it is seeing the lies that are out there. 

<helpmate> Not so much numbers anymore but to see the **one** you thought was going to be the one more, turn and walk away.

<opentext> How many of you can see what goes on in the heart??

<renewed> Not me, can't even see what goes on in my own heart a lot of times.

<helpmate> Through Father's eyes.

<at-peace> We can see if we are hearing and listening to the Spirit.

<opentext> Yes Helen...learning to see through Father's eyes...Yes Charlene...hearing Father's instructions and staying busy for Him.

Gal 6:9 And let us not be weary in well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not. (KJV)

<opentext> Remembering if we are a part of but **one** persons salvation, we have enough to stay bust till Father sends His Son...and since you are a part of this ministry... you all have been a part of **one more** therefore quit complaining and stay busy.

<big_L> opentext if we grow weary and faint, then we will loose what Father had prepared for us to reap? Could we ever regain that?

<big_L> But have loved seeing what Father has done, and the lives He has touched.

<big_L> Of course I do.

<opentext> And you are a part of the body of Christ?

<now-faith> We are all part of the ministry of the gospel of Jesus Christ, regardless.

<big_L> yes

<opentext> Then you are a part of this team, and the same goes for Sheryl.

<helpmate> You do nor have to be on the ministry staff to be a part of the ministry....we are all a part of team Christ.

<now-faith> Acts 6:4 But we will give ourselves continually to prayer, and to the ministry of the word. (KJV)

Gal 6:10 As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially unto them who are of the household of faith. (KJV)

<opentext> As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good especially unto them who are of the household of faith. Sometimes we forget...and treat those outside of the body, better then those that are within. Also please note...that it says household...singular.

<now-faith> We are to be an example to the believers in all that we do, in all manner of living.

<renewed> We are all part of one body.

1 Tim 4:12-13 Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity. Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. (KJV)

<helpmate> The body of Christ......Christ is not divided.

<opentext> Give attendance to reading...study to show thyself approved unto Father......exhort...encourage one another.....to doctrine...hold fast the profession of faith without wavering...

<opentext> His Word is the lamp to our feet...the Light to our path...

John 12:35-36 Then Jesus said unto them, Yet a little while is the light with you. While ye have light, believe in the light, that ye may be the children of light. These things spake Jesus, and departed, and did hide himself from them. (KJV)

<opentext> Delivered from our sins, and the evil of this present world.

<now-faith> Now faith, now salvation, now blessings, now deliverance, rescue, safety......

<opentext> As we have therefore opportunity, let us do good. When do we have opportunity??

<helpmate> Every minute.

<big_L> We should have opportunity every minute of every day.

<shama> Now....all the time.

<renewed> Now faith ... each moment of each day to spread the love of God abroad in our hearts.

<now-faith> All the time, there isn't a time that we don't have opportunity, save when we have past from this world.

1 Pet 3:15 But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear: (KJV)

Col 4:6 Let your speech be alway with grace, seasoned with salt, that ye may know how ye ought to answer every man. (KJV)

<opentext> Can't answer...till one is asked...of the hope that is within....that is why we study for Father's approval....that we will have His answer...and not our own. Give attendance to reading...study to show thyself approved unto Father.

Col 4:5 Walk in wisdom toward them that are without, redeeming the time. (KJV)

<now-faith> 1 Pet 3:16-17 Having a good conscience; that, whereas they speak evil of you, as of evildoers, they may be ashamed that falsely accuse your good conversation in Christ. For it is better, if the will of God be so, that ye suffer for well doing, than for evil doing. (KJV)

<renewed> so the only "good" we can do .. is sharing that hope that is within us when asked?

<opentext> As we live the Word...we live and set the example...and as we live it...our life and actions are always speaking to people...whether we realize it or not. Cheryl...why did you keep coming back to this channel?

<now-faith> If our speech is *always* seasoned with grace, we can have a good conscience that we have taken every opportunity to be the example that He asks us to be.

<opentext> Exactly michie....

<renewed> Because I knew truth was being taught.

<now-faith> We sometimes forget who is watching.

<opentext> Did anyone besides the Lord...drag you back to here...or force you to come??

<renewed> no

<opentext> So then...our life and actions do speak...whether we voice words or not?

<renewed> Oh okay, I see.

<helpmate> Yes they do.

<opentext> Cheryl....did you not say...that some people in coming to talk with you...could not understand the peace that you had??...How did they see or hear that???

<renewed> By my outward and inward calmness.

<opentext> And the **peace** of God...that passes ALL understanding...will keep your heart (note the heart is first) and mind through Christ Jesus.

<opentext> So our lifestyle does speak....much louder then most of us think.

<opentext> So each and every step, of each and every day...we have the opportunity... as we hold fast our profession of faith without wavering.

<at-peace> It should always be from the heart, and not out of obligation.

<opentext> good answer Charlene it should always be from the heart,(motivated by God's love) and not out of obligation.

Matt 10:8 …… freely ye have received, freely give. (KJV)

1 Cor 2:12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God. (KJV)

<opentext> ok

<now-faith> I was hung up on your saying that if we don't listen and obey Father we are subject to the curses, because I know that Christ became a curse for us and if we have received and accepted Him, then we are blessed with all spiritual blessings. But then I heard from Father that if we believe the lie Satan sends to us, then by faith, we have received the lie and we have denied Christ and His grace in us, is that right?

<opentext> Yes...for that particular thing.

<now-faith> We have stepped out of His will and His grace? That would be the only way we could receive a curse, since He took all the curses with Him and we are made new in Him?

<opentext> We have stepped out of His will for that particular thing...it is not always a sin unto death...but rob us from some of the blessings that are due us.

<now-faith> Ok, that makes sense.......and the reason it is a lie is because Christ took those things upon Himself, right?

<opentext> Correct...

<now-faith> ok, I believe that clears it up! Thank you!

opentext says, joyful to be of service!

<opentext> An example of that, would be when I was in Finland...and answered that man's questions....all with the Word...but answered to supply answers for him to argue with other people...thus lost my voice.

<now-faith> You stepped out just for that time.

<opentext> Did not loose my salvation...but did loose my voice.

<now-faith> Or like when I was not hearing Father on what I was giving ear to (corrupt communication) and Alex had the ear infections?

<now-faith> Because you heard afterward and received His forgiveness for that

<helpmate> And the consequences can linger, even after you have stepped back in line.

<now-faith> For that particular issue, we are receiving the lie.

<now-faith> Yes, for sure.

<opentext> Like the old TV show...truth or consequences

<now-faith> :-)

<now-faith> And the more we grow the more we will be responsible for.
