The God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ and of us. 

Ephesians 1:2 Grace be to you, and peace, from God our Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ. (KJV) 

Many today claim that Jesus was God, yet our Lord Jesus Christ never said nor claimed that he was God, in fact he always acknowledged God as his Father. Jesus said, “I ascend unto my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God” (John 20:17). And if the Son acknowledges the Father (Matthew 11:27, John 5:19-24, John 5:36-38, John 8:19, John 8:42, and many more scriptures) why are there so many today that say that Jesus was God? They are denying the Father and the Son (Jude 1:1-4). 

Matthew 10:32-33 Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess also before my Father which is in heaven. But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father which is in heaven. (KJV) 

1 John 2:21-24 I have not written unto you because ye know not the truth, but because ye know it, and that no lie is of the truth. Who is a liar but he that denieth that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist, that denieth the Father and the Son. Whosoever denieth the Son, the same hath not the Father: [but] he that acknowledgeth the Son hath the Father also. Let that therefore abide in you, which ye have heard from the beginning. If that which ye have heard from the beginning shall remain in you, ye also shall continue in the Son, and in the Father. (KJV) 

God acknowledges that he has a Son and that gave his only begotten Son to pay the price for our sins and the sins of the whole world; and that by him (Jesus Christ) we might be saved (John 3:16, Acts 4:10-12, Matthew 17:5, Hebrews 1:1-5). Every word of God is true and pure; and he is not a man that he should lie. All scripture is given by inspiration of God (2Timothy 3:16-17). Search the scriptures with a pure heart allowing the Holy Spirit to guide you into all truth and enlighten the eyes of your understanding, for they testify of the Son of God; and the witness of God is greater than the witness of men (1John 5:9-13). 

God’s holy apostles and prophets always acknowledge God as the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ; from the beginning of the book of Romans to Revelation and as the Spirit gives utterance to those who know the Father and the Son. 

Romans 1:1-7 Paul, a servant of Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle, separated unto the gospel of God, (Which he had promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh; And declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead: By whom we have received grace and apostleship, for obedience to the faith among all nations, for his name: Among whom are ye also the called of Jesus Christ: To all that be in Rome, beloved of God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father, and the Lord Jesus Christ. (KJV) 

So, let God be true and every man a liar; understanding that our Lord Jesus Christ had a God and Father who he acknowledged and answered to. Lord willing you too are or will be able to acknowledge the Father through his Son; the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, and give the correct answer when you stand before him and he asks you, do you know my Son? 

Brethren, watch and pray always that you may be counted worthy to escape this present evil world and stand before God our Father and our Lord Jesus Christ in righteousness and truth. God bless and keep the faith. 

John 17:1-3 These words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: As thou hast given him power over all flesh, that he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him. And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. (KJV) 
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
