Now faith! Today, operating in His nature!

2 Corinthians 4:16 So I never give up; instead, although my outer nature is wasting away, my inner nature is constantly renewed from day to day. (Williams New Testament)

How often does a person spend more time being concerned about their lower nature and its development, rather than the divine nature that has been imparted to them?

Often times people are more concerned about their status quo here, rather than their relationship with Father. Without faith; without that desire to believe and live the Message delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus, it is impossible to please Father.

How often is a person more concerned with the condition of the appearance of their lower nature and what other people think of them, rather than developing their spiritual ties with Father?

1 John 2:15-17 Stop loving the world, or the things that are in the world. If anyone persists in loving the world, there is no love for the Father in his heart, 16. because everything that is in the world, the things that our lower nature and eyes are longing for, and the proud pretensions of life, do not come from the Father, but from the world; 17. and the world is passing away and with it the evil longings it incites, but whoever perseveres in doing God's will lives on forever. (Williams New Testament)

Today, the choice is yours and yours alone, of which nature you will choose to follow. In spite of what everyone else is saying or thinking or doing, we must be as determined as Joshua was; as for me and my house, we will serve the Lord!
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
