Bible Study Friday 25 July 2003

John 5:39-40 Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me. 40 And ye will not come to me, that ye might have life. (KJV)

2 Corinthians 3:6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life. (KJV)

Romans 7:6 But now we are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the letter. (KJV)

Many think that they can study, learn, and memorize the scriptures, and think that they will inherit eternal life. Just as in Matthew 17, when Peter, James and John were taken to the mount with the Lord, their perception of the lower nature said to build three tents, and in being focused in this realm, they missed a glimpse of the resurrection which was soon to be made manifest.

The Old Testament writer tells us that it is not by might, nor by power, but by His Spirit that we are able to see and enter the kingdom of God. 

Today, are you serving Him through the letter, or through the newness of His Spirit?
