Bible Study Wednesday 4 June 2003

2 Peter 1:3-4 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue: 4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust. (KJV)

2 Peter 1:3 According as his divine power hath given unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness,
You have an unction, and anointing of the Holy One when Christ is accepted into one’s life; Christ the power and wisdom of God is now the enabling Source within you. It is now a matter of the lower nature (the veil of the flesh) being pulled out of the way that Christ may be that which people see.

Now, just because people see Christ in you, does that mean that there will not be conflicts? Do you forget that He was hated before you were?

2 Peter 1:3 through the knowledge of him that hath called us to glory and virtue:

The Word tells us that we are complete in Him. Do you believe it? Have you ever whined to God that if you had just a bit more, then you would be able to do that which He is asking of you? Why the conflict?

2 Peter 1:4 Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises:
Now, one must understand what God has given them. They are available to each and every person that will seek Him. So then, if they have been given, where does the problem lie, when you think that you are lacking?

Ephesians 4:7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ. (KJV)

2 Peter 1:4 that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.

That you might partake of the same divine nature that Jesus of Nazareth walked in. Why? Because He has delivered you from the power of darkness. He has translated you into the kingdom of His dear Son. You are transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you can come into agreement with that perfect and acceptable will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you. This is what will bring one into conformity with Father’s purpose and plan for you. Today, are you a partaker?
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
