Bible Study Tuesday 4 March, 2003

<greg> Father i thank you for this day, and the gathering together of the bretheren, so that we can share your 

bread of life, that is able to build us up and make us wise unto your plan of salvation, given to us by the 

example of your Son, Jesus Christ our Lord

<greg> as we begin today, i want to combine some of yesterdays study, with last thurs, focussing on the 

wisdom of God, what has been made available to us, and how to apply it to our own walks

<greg> 1 Cor 13:9-11 9 For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. 10 But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away. 11 When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things. (KJV)

<greg> we discussed how that we knew in part, and as we have grown up in the Lord, and hopefully we are, 

then that part which has been a hindrance to us, the veil of the flesh, is done away, removed so that we can 

see beyond this realm and into the realm of the spirit

<greg> as i come into a perfect(mature)understanding of what Father is asking of me, and how to apply His 

wisdom in my life, then hopefully i can avoid the pitfalls of my youth

<greg> Luke 10:30 30 And Jesus answering said, A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among 

thieves, which stripped him of his raiment, and wounded him, and departed, leaving him half dead. (KJV)

<greg> lets stop a moment here, and do a little role reversal if you would, putting ourselves in the position of 

this man headed for Jericho

<greg> can anyone else besides me, relate to this same situation in their own lives, another words heading 

down a path we thought was the right one, only to end up beaten to a pulp spiritually?

<mike> yes <disciple> yep! <chosen> yes <faithful> yes <diligently> yes <at-peace> yes

<greg> and for whatever reason he chose this path, maybe because it appeared to be the easiest one, or the 

quickest, we know that it was not in Gods plan to end up in this position

<greg> and we notice that he fell into this situation, though many would accuse God when they fall into their 

own dilemmas, or even go so far as to say, God puts trials in our path to test us, nothing could be farther from 

the truth

<greg> so having gotten into this position myself in the past, then it is interesting, because then i would decide, 

hey, maybe its time i pray about this and re-evaluate the situation

<greg> now one thing to keep in mind, that anytime we pray, and we know or should know, that God hears 

our prayers, someone else is there listening in on the conversation as well

<greg> Luke 10:31-32 31 And by chance there came down a certain priest that way: and when he saw him, he passed by on the other side. 32 And likewise a Levite, when he was at the place, came and looked on him, and passed by on the other side. (KJV)

<greg> notice, that right away two answers, which God does not operate by chance, just happen to come 

along when needed

<greg> and though these two appeared to the outward to be what was needed, both would eventually lead to 

another dead end, and most likely another whooping

<greg> ever pray for something, and look for a quick fix, only to find out that it to lead to a dead end?

<at-peace> yes <chosen> yes <disciple> yes

<diligently> am not sure at the moment

<greg> something that to the outward appeared to look good, only inwardly it was not peaceable

<greg> Luke 10:33 33 But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where he was: and when he saw him, he had 

compassion on him, (KJV)

<greg> and now lo and behold, along comes the answer God had for this man, and something to keep in 

mind, more than likely it was a bunch of samaritans that the devil influenced in the first place that put the 

beating on this man

<greg> now the question is, do you have your spiritual senses exercised enough, to discern good and evil, to 

see when God sends something your way, even though to the outward it is the last thing you expected

<mike> good question

<greg> to operate in the same wisdom, so that the restoration can take place, no matter how God answers 

our prayers

<greg> Luke 10:34 34 And went to him, and bound up his wounds, pouring in oil and wine, and set him on his own 

beast, and brought him to an inn, and took care of him. (KJV)

<greg> letting the peace of God rule in our hearts, so that we too are not tossed to and fro with every wind of 

doctrine, and wind up on our backsides as well

<greg> James 1:4-5 4 But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing. 5 If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him. (KJV)

<greg> its not that there is a lack of wisdom provided, its a matter of putting it into practice, letting God be 

true and anything else a lie

<greg> patience, being consistent, steadfast and unmoveable, being perfect(mature), lacking nothing, so that 

we to can avoid the pitfalls of our youth, remember, He brought down the mountains, filled in the valleys, and 

made a straight, smooth path for us to walk

<greg> there is absolutely no reason why any Christian should ever be beaten up, wounded and stripped of 

their spiritual raiment, afterall it is the same God that created the heaven and earth, healed the lepers, raised 

the dead, brought sight to the blind, that lives and abides in us

<greg> James 1:2-3 2 My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations; 3 Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. (KJV)

<greg> thus the reason for this patience, so that we can hear the wisdom of God, that will keep us from falling, 

and hear the correction that is needed so we dont end up in the same predicament over and over

<greg> case in point, some of us have struggled in the area of finances at times, and one of the first things we 

do is ask God for more money

<greg> afterall, it was a result of something spiritual that got us in this problem, and yet the first thing we do is 

look for an outward answer

<greg> rather, seeking Fathers wisdom, how did this happen, and how can i go on from here, and not allow 

this to manifest again in my walk

<greg> like the word says, be still, wait on him, even though the devil will throw some curveballs your way, 

give ear to all the counsel of God, so that we keep from ending up on the road to Jericho ourselves

<greg> 2 Tim 3:16-17 16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 

correction, for instruction in righteousness: 17 That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works. (KJV)

<greg> God knows His word, it is forever settled in heaven, this is for our advantage, our benefit if taken to 

heart, given ear to and applied in ones life

<greg> One thing one needs to remember: is that the area the Lord is talking with us on, is the area that we need to allow to become more settled in our heart.....all scripture is given by inspiration of God, and it is for my advantage to be taught by it (doctrine), to bring reproof to an area of my life i am struggling with, so that i may hear Father's wisdom on how to correct it with His Word, which then allows me to walk in His righteousness, Christ, and thus act as a mature Christian in that area.
