<opentext> How much knowledge did Paul have of the church at Colossae? 
<renewed> not sure, quite a bit I would think 
<opentext> as we get into the book of Colossians, we will see the error that had crept into the church there, and then we have to ask, who was responsible for this?...the elders 
<opentext> and since we know that Philemon was in the position of authority there, so he was somewhat responsible for that which had been allowed to creep in.... 
<opentext> so, then we have to ask ourselves, did Paul have knowledge of where Philemon's heart was really at? 
<renewed> yes he would 
<opentext> Could it be that what Paul was hoping for, that Onesimus would be allowed in with the truth, and having the elders think that he would not be far behind? 
<renewed> yes that is possible 
<opentext> especially in light of the stern correction that we will see in the book of Colossians 
<opentext> and also, we have to remember all the tact and ploy of an ambassador we see and hear Paul using, that one more may be turned to the truth 
<opentext> that is what I see and hear in regards with that verse cheryl

<opentext> Gal 4:1-2  Now I say, That the heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing from a servant, though he be lord of all;  2But is under tutors and governors until the time appointed of the father.  (KJV) 

<opentext> Gal 4:7  Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. (KJV) 

<opentext> When we are first born again, we know we are saved....we know we are God's children, but we have no idea of what our rights and authority in Christ are. 
<opentext> As we come to know the mystery, then we begin to see what our rights and authority are, and we continue to grow and operate more in that wisdom and knowledge each and every day 

<opentext> Heb 5:11-12  Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing. 12 For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat.(KJV) 

<opentext> If we do not listen to Father's instructions, then when we should be teachers, we have need of going back to being taught by the tutors, because we did not give heed to Father's instructions, but rather got caught up in man's traditions and doctrines

<opentext> 1 Tim 6:20-21, O Timothy, keep that which is committed to thy trust, avoiding profane and vain babblings, and oppositions of science falsely so called: Which some professing have erred concerning the faith. Grace be with thee. Amen. (KJV) 

<opentext> Definition for erred: 795 astocheo (as-tokh-eh'-o); to miss the mark, i.e. (figuratively) deviate from truth: KJV-- err, swerve. 

<opentext> It is a strait and narrow path that leads to Father's house, how much would one have to stray, to miss the mark? 
<diligent2> a hair? 
<helpmate> not very far...one step 
<shama> only slightly 
<renewed> but doesn't Father look on the heart? 
<opentext> cheryl.....the point that Father is trying to point out there, is for those that have the form of godliness, but deny the power thereof......and so in turn, cause those with dull hearing, to be led astray...or to miss the mark, because they have deviated from the truth 
<renewed> ok 
<opentext> each of us is at a different point in our walk of faith, and so for each person, it is a different thing that may cause them to miss the mark 
<renewed> sometimes, can't a person stray off the path and not even realize they have done so? 
<opentext> yes, and that is when we hope and pray that our brothers and sisters will speak up....and point us back to the truth 
<shama> is it usually when we're not allowing the Word to illuminate our path, that we then will drift off it? 
<opentext> the better we know the Word, the clearer we will hear Father's voice, the easier it will be to take correction 
<opentext> yes steph, exactly....it is the Word that keeps our spirit man nourished 
<shama> and allows us to see the obstacles that could try to trip us?

<opentext> if we allow the Word to illuminate our path....then we will be able to see the obstacles that the devil is trying to trip us up with

<shama> yes thanks 
<opentext> and cheryl....did that help with yours? 
<renewed> yes it did thanks

<diligently> that is why it is so very important that we ask Father,,for every step we make 
<diligently> if we ask him..we wont make mistakes?

<opentext> Ps 85:13  Righteousness shall go before him; and shall set us in the way of his steps.  (KJV)

<opentext> Jer 10:23-24  O LORD, I know that the way of man is not in himself: it is not in man that walketh to direct his steps.  24O LORD, correct me, but with judgment; not in thine anger, lest thou bring me to nothing.  (KJV)

<shama> when we're sure of our next step, then we are able to stand fast,?

<opentext> Phil 1:6  Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:  (KJV)
