Heb 13:8 Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever. (KJV)
Hosea 4:6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children. (KJV)
In all actuality the better question would be "is salvation for today?" Do we really know what we believe? Do we really know what the Word says? Or, could we be basing our entire relationship with Father off of what someone else has said to us?
All too often, when we are gathered together, we want to hear about the end times, the rapture, the tribulation, or anything that stirs our curiosity. Yet, all this we do, when in all reality, we have not yet come to an understanding of what salvation is.
What is salvation? What does it afford to you?
Rom 10:9-11 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. For the scripture saith, Whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed. (KJV)

4982 sozo-saved: to save, to keep safe and sound, to rescue from danger or destruction

John 17:3-4 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent. I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou gavest me to do. (KJV)

John 4:34 Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work. (KJV)
Gal 4:4-7 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father. Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. (KJV)
The Father and the Son have done all that they can do! There is nothing left for the Father to send. Yes, Father has sent everything that is necessary for one to be saved. It is the gift that sits at every man’s doorstep.
Rev 3:20-21 Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me. To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne. (KJV)
Yes! Father has made it all available to you. He cannot, and will not force it upon anyone. It is your choice! It is your decision!
Ps 103:3-4 Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases; Who redeemeth thy life from destruction; who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender mercies; (KJV)
Ps 107:20  He sent his word, and healed them, and delivered them from their destructions. (KJV)
Matt 8:17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. (KJV)
He, Father, sent His Word, His Son, Christ, that we might have life, life everlasting. He came that we might have life more abundantly. " If any man be in Christ, he is a new creation:" 2 Cor 5:17. How new? How complete of a work did Father do? What was really accomplished at the cross and in the grave?
In 2 Cor 5:17, it also says, "old things are passed away, behold all things are become new." When someone or something passes away, what do you do with them? How about you? Have you accepted the gift? Have you opened the door to your heart, to allow Jesus Christ to come in?
You have been translated into the kingdom of His dear Son.
3179 methistemi or methistano (Col. 1:13)-translated: to transpose, to transfer, to remove from one place to another  a) used of change of situation or place  b) to remove from the office of a steward  c) to depart from life, to die.
Either Father has delivered us or He has not. What is it in your life? If He has delivered us, what must we do to maintain this fellowship with Him?
John 8:31-32 Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. (KJV)
Col 1:23 If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; (KJV)
What happened when you were born-again? What changed? Your face? Your hands? 

Your hair? What happened? What took place?
Our spirit man became new! The problem comes in with the old mind, the one that we had trained and programmed in the ways of the world, and the world’s way of thinking. It is now our thought process that needs to be changed. Our mind needs to be renewed by the Word of God.
At the same time, our physical man needs to be made aware of what our spiritual man has received. This can only happen by the amount of time that we spend with Father in His Word. In the mean time, the devil will be working on you to go back to your old way of life. Your choice! Your decision!
Rom 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. (KJV)
Col 3:10 And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created him: (KJV)
2 Cor 4:16 For which cause we faint not; but though our outward man perish, yet the inward man is renewed day by day. (KJV)
It is only as we learn to put our bodies in subjection to the Spirit of Christ and the Word of God that we will be able to receive the things that Father has for us. Have you learned to receive all that Father has for you?
3 Jn 1:2 Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth. (KJV)
We always read this verse, and see that it talks about health; but the part that we do not hear or obey, is that it happens as our soul, or mind is renewed in the Word of God. We need to put the Word of God into application each and every day of our walk with God. Each and every step that we take has to be led by His Word.
