What have You heard?     V18n14

Behold. the days cometh, saith the Lord God, that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the Words of the Lord. And they shall wander from sea to sea, and from the North even to the East; they shall run to and for to seek the Word of the Lord, and shall not find it." Amos 8:11-12 (KJV)

"Are ye so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? Galatians 3:3 (KJV)

It is a straight and narrow path into God's kingdom. Each and every step that we make and take, has to be precise and accurate. His Word has to be the lamp unto my feet, and the light to my path. For this to happen, I have to be able to hear His Word clearly.
"I am the way, the truth, and the life; no man cometh unto the Father, but by me." John 14:6 (KJV)

If we do not know Christ, how can we hear his words? How will we be able to have access to Fathers' throne? Because many do not know the Son of the living God, or recognize His voice, is why there is a famine of hearing the Word of the Lord.

Paul states it quite well in Romans 10:2, "For I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but not according to knowledge."
“My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge; because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me.” Hosea 4:6 (KJV)
knowledge = a clear perception of a truth or fact. That which has been perceived or grasped mentally.

wisdom = the faculty of forming sound judgment.

When we lack a clear perception of the truth, (the Son of God), we cannot make sound judgments on the Word of God. We are only able to see what others show us, or hear what others tell us, what they think the Word of God says.
This is why his people perish for a lack of knowledge. His people are destroyed for a lack of a working knowledge of His Word! They do not have a clear perception of what the Word of God says, or even who the Son of God is! They are running to and for seeking the Word of God but cannot find it. (They that worship the Father, must worship Him in spirit and in truth). The "church" is looking for spiritual answers, in fleshy vessels.
There is a famine in the world today. It is man’s inability to hear Father! Without food, our physical man goes through some drastic changes, until finally death is the end result. The same is true for the spiritual man. Without the living waters, or the bread from heaven, there can be nothing but spiritual death.
The "church" is constantly looking for new gimmicks to keep the people coming back. It is always something that keeps the emotions in bondage and holds the physical man hostage.
What is the motivation of your zeal?
“For where two or three are gathered together name, there am I in the midst of them.” Matthew 18:20 (KJV)

Have you ever noticed, how that when the Lord talks of His, it is never in large or staggering numbers? It is when two or three are gathered together in His name.
"But who say ye that I am? And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the Living God." Matthew 16:15-16 (KJV)

We have to have a working knowledge of God’s Word, to be one of His. We have to know how redemption was given to us. We have to know how salvation was accomplished.
In order to open a safe, it takes an exact set of instructions to gain access to the contents. The slightest variation of the instructions will keep you from gaining access.
The same is true in God's kingdom. He has a certain set of requirements for gaining entrance into His kingdom. If you do not follow the straight and narrow list of instructions, He cannot let you in!
There is a famine in the land of hearing the Word of the Lord!

famine = great scarcity; difficult to find.
But why is there a famine in the land? What could be the cause of such a lack of spiritual food?
"Woe be unto the pastors who destroy and scatter the sheep of my pasture! saith the Lord. Therefore, thus saith the Lord God of Israel against the pastors who feed my people, Ye have scattered my flock, and driven them away, and have not visited them; behold, I will visit upon you the evil of your doings, saith the Lord. And I will gather together the remnant of my flock out of all the countries to which I have driven them, and will bring them again to their folds; and they shall be fruitful and increase. And I will set up shepherds over them who shall feed them; and they shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, neither shall they be lacking, saith the Lord." Jeremiah 23:1-4 (KJV)

Faith comes by hearing, and by hearing the Word of God. If it is not direct from the throne of the Father, it will cause famine! People will constantly be in search of the food that will quench their hunger. They will constantly be searching for the living waters. If there is not living waters, the people will be scattered. They will go in search for the thing that their inner man is craving.
