Knock Knock!! Who’s there?     V18n16
"Behold, I stand at the door, and knock; if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me." Revelation 3:20 (KJV)
We all, would like to think that we have answered that knock at the door. Maybe we have, maybe we have not? Did you even stop to hear who was at the door? Did you even hear the knock?
The scripture verse says that HE stands at the door and knocks! If any man hears His voice, and opens the door, HE will come in!
NOTE! First off, you have to hear the knock at the door. Usually, when we hear a knock at the door, we run and open it, and are not concerned with who is there until after we open it. Then, we ask “who is there?” or “who are you?”.

Didn't you notice that HE said you have to hear HIS voice. You have to know HIS voice, in order to recognize it. How can you recognize HIS voice? You have to know someone, and be familiar with someone, before you can readily recognize their voice. You have to be a joint heir, a child by adoption to hear HIS voice.
Remember, "WORD CORNER' for this week is the word, voice. Which means disclosure, which means the act of revealing anything secret.
From Matthew up to Revelations 3:20, the Spirit of Christ has been trying to teach us and show us all that has been made available to us! He has attempted to open to us the mystery of the gospel! He has tried to show us our inheritance! But, for the most part, most of us have been trying to set up our own kingdom, here on earth!
We try to judge our spirituality by the physical things that we have obtained. By how big our buildings are. Or by how many people are showing up once or twice a week (weak)!
The Lord is asking, "Can you hear HIS knock?" "Can you recognize HIS voice?" What has HIS Word revealed to you? Do you know the mystery? What are you hearing? Are you guessing, or do you know?
Faith comes by hearing the knock at the door, and allowing Christ, the Son of the living God, to come in and feed you and sup with you. Your ability to believe God, and act upon HIS Word, can only grow by your taking time to fellowship with HIS Son!
You have to have a working knowledge of what your salvation is! You, and you alone have to know and recognize the Son of God! You have to know HIS Word! Not what someone else thinks that it says, you have to know!
If you continue in HIS Word, then you are counted as one of HIS; and then, as we continue to study for His (Father's) approval, the Word will continually set us free from the snares of this world!
What has He revealed to you? Have you been still long enough to hear?
"Having made known unto us the mystery of His will, according to his good pleasure which he hath purposed in himself; that in the dispensation of the fullness of times he might gather together in one all things in Christ." Ephesians 1:9-10 (KJV)
He has opened to us the mystery! Will you hear, and allow HIM entrance into your heart?
"In whom ye also trusted, after ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation;"

Ephesians 1:13 (KJV)
What is the truth? Jesus Christ said that He is the way, the truth, and the life; and that no man could come to the Father but by HIM! Is this truth? Or is it false?
Has Father yet revealed to you, His Son, Jesus Christ? Maybe, it is time for you to go back to Matthew 16:13-20! Maybe, you need to hear what Peter heard, so that you will be able to answer the door!

We forget what the basis and basics of our salvation is.
"That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation." Romans 10:9-10 (KJV)
