Break -- to separate with violence; interrupt, fracture, weaken or destroy; disperse; violate; make bankrupt; make a first disclosure of; to become broken or shattered; loose health; an opening in an electrical circuit causing an interruption to the electrical current.
With all of our slang terms that we use in today's fast paced life, how often do we ever stop to hear what we are truly speaking or agreeing with? We think that it sounds "cool"!  (Or is it lukewarm, maybe?) Everyone else is doing it. So, to us it becomes justified. 

You are snared with the words from your mouth. Not what someone else says, but what you affirm out of your heart. What we fail to remember, or even understand, is that our words and worlds are formed by what we believe in our heart. What is in our heart, is what we will speak out of our mouth. (Matthew 12:33-37, Proverbs 6:2)
We fail to remember that we are created by God. "Let us make man in our image, after our likeness" Genesis 1:26 KJV. We fail to take the time to study to see who God really is! We do not take the time to find out how God operates. We imitate everyone and everything other than God. We will use terms like "gimme a break" and never take the time to understand what we are agreeing to, what we are speaking!

Every time that a new expression or doctrine comes around, we need to take the time to study the scriptures, to see if it is for or against it. We cannot let our emotions decide; we walk by faith, not by what appears around us. My hearing cannot be dull.
