The End of The First Day
If you will recall the last newsletter, at or near the end of it; that we were discussing the futility of the 450 prophets of Baal. After hours of vain repetitions, in the manner of the traditions and doctrines of men; they still had received no answer from their gods. How long would you want to keep serving a god that would not, or could not answer you?
Micah 3:4 Then shall they cry unto the LORD, but he will not hear them: he will even hide his face from them at that time, as they have behaved themselves ill in their doings. (KJV)
Psalms 66:18 If I regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear me: (KJV)
John 9:31 Now we know that God heareth not sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth. (KJV)
Proverbs 15:29 The LORD is far from the wicked: but he heareth the prayer of the righteous. (KJV)
There is but one mediator between God and man, and that is the man Christ Jesus! Do you know Him? Or, of even more importance, does He know you? There is but one door into His fold!
1 Kings 18:30-37 Elijah said unto all the people, Come near unto me. And all the people came near unto him. And he repaired the altar of the LORD that was broken down. 31 And Elijah took twelve stones, according to the number of the tribes of the sons of Jacob, unto whom the word of the LORD came, saying, Israel shall be thy name: 32 And with the stones he built an altar in the name of the LORD: and he made a trench about the altar, as great as would contain two measures of seed. 33 And he put the wood in order, and cut the bullock in pieces, and laid him on the wood, and said, Fill four barrels with water, and pour it on the burnt sacrifice, and on the wood. 34 And he said, Do it the second time. And they did it the second time. And he said, Do it the third time. And they did it the third time. 35 And the water ran round about the altar; and he filled the trench also with water. 36 And it came to pass at the time of the offering of the evening sacrifice, that Elijah the prophet came near, and said, LORD God of Abraham, Isaac, and of Israel, let it be known this day that thou art God in Israel, and that I am thy servant, and that I have done all these things at thy word. 37 Hear me, O LORD, hear me, that this people may know that thou art the LORD God, and that thou hast turned their heart back again. (KJV)
Did you notice, the first thing that Elijah does here? He repairs the altar that has been broken down. It is also important, to realize that the altar was not broken down from overuse, but rather from lack of use over a long period of time! The altar was scattered and in disarray. What is the condition of your temple? Do you remember, that you are that temple of the Living God?
1 Corinthians 3:16-17 Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you? 17 If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are. (KJV)
1 Corinthians 6:19-20 What? know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own? 20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. (KJV)
It is never easy to restore something that has been let go. At times, it actually seems that is would be easier to just start over. This is why the devil makes such an effort to keep you out of the Word, and to keep your relationship with Father at an absolute minimum.
Jesus Christ repaired the altar that had been torn down, and made it possible for us to go boldly unto the throne of grace in a time of need. Jesus Christ has made it possible for you to enter that throne room and converse with the Father; since when we accept Him as Lord of our life, He tells us that He will act as our mediator.
Hebrews 9:24-28 For Christ is not entered into the holy places made with hands, which are the figures of the true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us: 25 Nor yet that he should offer himself often, as the high priest entereth into the holy place every year with blood of others; 26 For then must he often have suffered since the foundation of the world: but now once in the end of the world hath he appeared to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself. 27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment: 28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation. (KJV)
The foundation has been laid! The new altar has been erected; as long as we keep Jesus Christ  as our mediator. Is Jesus Christ the cornerstone in your life? There is no other foundation! Have you tried to build a different one?
1 Kings 18:38-40 Then the fire of the LORD fell, and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood, and the stones, and the dust, and licked up the water that was in the trench. 39 And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and they said, The LORD, he is the God; the LORD, he is the God. 40 And Elijah said unto them, Take the prophets of Baal; let not one of them escape. And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the brook Kishon, and slew them there. (KJV)
When the people saw the power of God, that is when they turned back to Him. It was Elijah’s obedience to the Word that brought the victory. It was nothing that the people had done. It is always obedience to the Word, that allows Father to move in our behalf. Elijah was a faithful vessel for the Father’s use. How about you? Are you a vessel that can be used by the Father?
As we wind down from our first day, let us prepare our hearts and minds for the end of the day, but not our time with Father. What most of us forget, is that the spirit man is aware of what is going on all of the time. This is why we should be getting ourselves ready for the nights rest, by meditating in and on the Word. We need to set ourselves a new list of priorities that will be beneficial to our spiritual well being.
Are we going to be willing to do that which is necessary for us to be that living epistle for God? Will we start to be the example that Father would like us to be? Will those that are around us during each day, be able to see the Word of God in action? It is possible, for Jesus Christ has made that possible!
2 Corinthians 5:16-18 Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more. 17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation; (KJV)
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
