The Measure of the Gift – Part 9
Romans 12:2-3 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. 3 For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith. (KJV)
The moment we are born again, we are given the measure of faith! We are become new creations in Christ. Our spirit man is changed. However, when we look in the mirror, there is no obvious change in the physical.
We have an unction of the Holy One, and we know all things. As we look at Romans 12:2-3 above, we see though, that we have to take the time in the Word of God to renew our mind each and every day. It is this, the taking of the time with Father, to hear His Word and allow it to become a way of life for us, that will cause the transformation within us. The more time that we take to renew the mind in the Word of God, the more that is able to be released out of our spirit man.
But, for the most part, very few take the amount of time that is necessary, to keep their minds renewed by the Word of God. And, since they do not take adequate time in the Word, they are puzzled that God does not operate in their lives more.

What happens when something arises in your life, and your faith is not yet developed to the point that you are able to believe God? The Holy Spirit can act in our behalf, and move beyond our ability to believe and trust God. What we have to remember, is that it is as the Holy Spirit wills, not as we dictate or demand of God.
1 Corinthians 12:9 To another faith by the same Spirit; (KJV)
We cannot add to our faith, since we have been given the measure of faith! The problem lies within us, because we do not have time for God. We have time for everything and everyone else but Father and His Word. And then when things do not go right, we get mad at God.
For a change, why not get mad at yourself, your pastor, or Bible study teacher? These are they that are supposed to be teaching you the Word. These are the ones that are supposed to be showing you how to feed yourselves in the Word. This is what will cause you to grow spiritually.
It is not how much money that we have in the bank that is going to get us through, but rather how much we have developed our faith by the Word of God. How much is developed in your spiritual bank account today? 
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
