One Lord, One Faith!     v20n33
Part 1
Ephesians 4:4-6 There is one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling; One Lord, one faith, one baptism, One God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all. (KJV)
One Lord!  We read the verses, but do we truly comprehend what it is saying?
Lord = to whom a person or thing belongs; the possessor or disposer of a thing. The owner, on who has control over. The title of honor expressive of respect and reverence. The title given to God, the Messiah!
1 Corinthians 6:20 For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's. (KJV)
1 Corinthians 7:23 Ye are bought with a price; be not ye the servants of men. (KJV)
Ephesians 1:13-14 In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory. (KJV)
How many of us know and understand this one Lord that we talk about? Many talk about their relationship with God, but how many are really in understanding of who they are talking about?
Luke 6:46-47 And why call ye me, Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say? Whosoever cometh to me, and heareth my sayings, and doeth them, (KJV)
Matthew 7:21-23 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you, depart from me, ye that work iniquity. (KJV)
Paul, in addressing the church at Cornith, makes a very interesting statement. "For if he that cometh to you preaches another Jesus, whom we have not preached." Who would be another Jesus, other than the one Paul preached? Why does Paul even make this statement? Was this really an issue?
For Paul to make this statement, it had to mean that there were already those who were presenting a different gospel message. There were those that were presenting a Jesus different than the one Paul knew and understood. And we fail to recognize how few years that it had been since the Lord Jesus Christ had left this earth. If there was already this much perversion of the gospel message about 25 years after the Lord's departure, how much more heresy has crept in 1970 plus years later?
Who is the one Lord? In my travels I hear many different answers. And very few are sure of the answers that they give. Few people have a real working knowledge of the Word of God. Most are going with what they have been taught by their denomination. Others go by the preacher that they have up on a pedestal. But, few have the answer by the time that they have taken to study the Word of God! What is your answer based upon?
Paul had the answer for every man that asked of the hope that was within him. Yet, at his first answer, no man stood with him. He tells us that all men forsook him. Who is it that we are supposed to be pleasing? One Lord!
Isaiah 9:6 tells us, "Unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given." Why  is there a differentiation between the two?
Galatians 4:45  But when the fulness of time was come, God sent forth His son, (unto us a Son is given; thou art the Christ the Son of the Living God), made of a woman, (Behold a virgin shall conceive; how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power; Christ the power and wisdom of God), made under the law, (of Jewish lineage in the physical, and the promise (faith) of Abraham), to redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.
So, we are able to see, "unto us a child is born." He was born of a woman, (Isaiah 7:14). The Bible explicitly tells us of the child that would born of a virgin. He was conceived by the Holy Spirit. And He had to grow and develop the same as we have to. But what is used to give us nutrition (spiritually and physically) while we are growing and developing up into Him in all things?
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
