Waiting for _______?

As long as their eyes were focused in and on the physical, they were never satisfied with that which was provided for them. How often are you the same way?


Many will tell God, that when they have more time, then they will serve Him. Then, they will do that which He is asking of them. There was not enough time yesterday, and we are waiting to see what tomorrow brings. Will there ever be enough time tomorrow?


Others will say they are waiting on God to bring them more money, then, they can do more and better things for God. However, when will there ever be enough? What can you purchase or acquire for God, that He does not already possess? Are you content, to present yourself a living sacrifice to Him? As long as one is waiting for more money, or material possessions, they will never come to the understanding of the price it took to purchase their redemption.


Still, others will say that they are waiting for more wisdom and knowledge. In Christ, aren’t we made a new creation? Don’t we receive an unction of the Holy One and know all things? Romans 13:11-12 [And that, knowing the time] Dr. Taylor has given a judicious paraphrase of this and the following verses: "And all the duties of a virtuous and holy life we should the more carefully and zealously perform, considering the nature and shortness of the present season of life; which will convince us that it is now high time to rouse and shake off sleep, and apply with vigilance and rigor to the duties of our Christian life; for that eternal salvation, which is the object of our Christian faith and hope, and the great motive of our religion, is every day nearer to us than when we first entered into the profession of

Christianity. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

2 Corinthians 6:2 (For he saith, I have heard thee in a time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succoured thee: behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.) (KJV)

2 Corinthians 6:2 The apostle therefore informs them that this is the time predicted by the prophet; and the ministry of reconciliation being exercised in full force is a proof that the prophecy is fulfilled; and therefore the apostle confidently asserts, Behold, NOW is this accepted time, NOW the Messiah reigns, NOW is the Gospel dispensation, and therefore NOW is the day of salvation; that is, the very time in which the power of God is present to heal, and in which every sinner believing on the Lord Jesus may be saved. Most will always have an excuse of why they will wait until later to talk to and with God. Now is the accepted time. Now is the day of salvation. (Def. For salvation: 4991 soteria- deliverance, preservation, safety, salvation; salvation as the present possession of all true Christians). Today is the day to be preserved by His Word. Today is the day to be rescued from this present evil world. Today is the day to be delivered from the temptations and desires of the flesh. Why wait till tomorrow?

Colossians 1:26 Even the mystery which hath been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints: (KJV)

Today is the day that Father wants to open His Word to you. In the past it had been hid, however, it is now available to any and all that will seek Him with all of their being. What exactly is it that you are waiting for?

1 Timothy 4:6-8 If thou put the brethren in remembrance of these things, thou shalt be a good minister of Jesus Christ, nourished up in the words of faith and of good doctrine, whereunto thou hast attained. But refuse profane and old wives' fables, and exercise thyself rather unto godliness. For bodily exercise profiteth little: but godliness is profitable unto all things, having promise of the life that now is, and of that which is to come. (KJV)

Be nourished in God’s Word today. Make sure that you spend the time today, to keep your spirit man built up in the faith. His Word provides our health, both physically and spiritually. His Word provides all that we have need of this day.


For many, they do not realize that the Word of God is the source of all life. It is essential for our physical and spiritual well being. If our spirit man is struggling, you can be sure that that will be manifest in the flesh as well.

Most will find all kinds of excuses to sit back and relax. Many will say to God, that when this is done, or I have this or that, or when I have accomplished this list of things, then and only then will they have time for Him. What would have happened if Noah had waited for the rains to start before, he started to construct the ark?

Most people are waiting for tomorrow. Most have given God conditions that they want met before they will do that which is necessary for salvation. They have fleeced God, telling Him that when they have this or that, then will they do that which the Word asks of us. They are waiting for the signs and wonders, rather than utilizing that which they have already been given. (Besides, the signs follow the Word, not precede it!)

How many things have you put on your list of things for God to do before you will serve Him?

Matthew 6:31-34 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed? (For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things. But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you. Take therefore no thought for the morrow: for the morrow shall take thought for the things of itself. Sufficient unto the day is the evil thereof. (KJV)

Matthew 6:31-34 That carking care is not only useless in itself, but renders us miserable beforehand. The future falls under the cognizance of God alone: we encroach, therefore, upon his rights, when we would fain foresee all that may happen to us, and secure ourselves from it by our cares. How much good is omitted, how many evils caused, how many duties neglected, how many innocent persons deserted, how many good works destroyed, how many truths suppressed, and how many acts of injustice authorized by, those timorous forecasts of what may happen; and those faithless apprehensions concerning the future! Let us do now what God requires of us, and trust the consequences to him. The future time which God would have us foresee and provide for is that of judgment and eternity: and it is about this alone that we are careless! 

Sufficient for each day is its own calamity. Each day has its peculiar trials: we should meet them with confidence in God. As we should live but a day at a time, so we should take care to suffer no more evils in one day than are necessarily attached to it. He who neglects the present for the future is acting opposite to the order of God, his own interest, and to every dictate of sound wisdom. Let us live for eternity, and we shall secure all that is valuable in time. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
