Part 2

John 6:26-27 Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Ye seek me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye did eat of the loaves, and were filled. Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for him hath God the Father sealed. (KJV)


For what reason, for what purpose, do we seek a relationship with God? Is it so our bellies will be filled? Is it so that we may obtain all of the external comforts that one may want? Is it so people will look up to us? Does one seek more of the signs and the wonders than the Word they confirm? Should we not be seeking first the kingdom of God, and His righteousness?


Christ, the wisdom and power of God, is the One who gives us our ability to hear and to do that which Father asks of us. He, Christ, became sin for us, that we might be made the righteousness of God in Him. We not only have to hear the Word of God, but we also have to allow it to become an integral part of our life, of our very being.


Even among many of the religious circles today, they attempt to base their spirituality on what physical things they possess; what physical things they have obtained. They try to measure it by their standing in the community. What does it profit anyone, if they gain the wealth of the world, but miss eternity with God? Do we seek man’s or God’s approval?


Labor not for the physical things which perish, but rather seek after the words of Jesus Christ, which are spirit and life to any that will hear and obey. The flesh is of no advantage!


In the physical world, one works so that they may obtain wages, so that they will be able to purchase that which will be able to sustain the fleshly body. (And even with this, we will not always give it that which is best for it.) Much of these thoughts and ideas even carry over to the spiritual side or outlook. (God is a Spirit, and they that worship Him, must worship Him in spirit and in truth, His Word is truth!)


People buy books and tapes to try to find a short-cut or easier way to God. Jesus Christ told the people plainly, to search the scriptures; for in them they think that they will find eternal life; yet, if one is truly searching, they will find these scriptures lead one to the person of Jesus Christ. (It is only in Christ, that one can become that new creation.)

John 5:39 You search the scriptures, imagining you possess eternal life in their pages, and they do testify of me, but you refuse to come to me for life.” Moffatt translation.


Jesus Christ boldly proclaimed that He is the bread of life. That one had to partake of His Word, and allow it to become one with them, in order to live forever with Him (John 6:43-58). For those that want to converse with, to talk with, to fellowship with God, they must do so in spirit. (If any man hath not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of His. Romans 8:9). The words that Jesus Christ speaks to us, are indeed spirit, and they do indeed produce life; however, this happens only if we eat of them, we partake of them, and allow them to become a part of our very being.


We often times forget, that in the beginning God said, and the things that He spoke, were. The worlds were framed by His Word. His Word brought forth the existence of physical things. Yet, people give more credence to the things that they can touch, see, and experience in the physical realm; and totally ignore the Creator, since they cannot hear His Word, nor understand His voice. (John 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. KJV).


What does it take for a person to feed and nourish their spirit being in accordance and agreement with God’s Word?


One has to always have their speech declaring God’s grace, prepared in accordance with that which is pleasing to God. This is why we study or eat the Word, seeking God’s approval. By partaking in this manner, we will always want to proclaim His truth, (not man’s doctrines), and in doing so, we will never have reason to be ashamed in standing before Him.


If our words are His Word, then His Word will go forth and accomplish that which it was sent to do and prosper in doing so (Isaiah 55:11). It will be seasoned or prepared with the proper amount of salt or spices. If we try to add to His Word, the meal becomes too salty, and the people will more often then spit it out. If we take away from His Word, then there is not enough salt, and the food becomes flat or bland, and the people again refuse to partake of it.


One has to be prepared in the truth of God’s Word. Many only go to the Word in times of turmoil or crisis. One needs to train themselves to be in the Word of God each and every day, in order to receive the nourishment, one needs to maintain their spirit man to meet God’s approval. Not only to sustain it though, but also so that we may continue to grow up into Him in all things.


One needs to be prepared with His answer, so that which is essential can be applied to that situation. If it needs fertilizer, the proper amount will be applied, not too much, or not too little. If healing is needed, that again it will be the proper amount, as well as the proper words. His Word will preserve us if we are taught and led by His Spirit.
