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Mumble, Grumble, Or?     v22n22

How often is it, that as problems appear or manifest themselves in one’s life, that a person has the tendency to focus in and on the problem, rather than the solution? One is more apt to entertain fear, rather than to continue in faith. (John 8:31-32, 2Timothy 1:7, 1John 4:18).


For the most part, when people are seeking God’s wisdom concerning the present difficulties within their lives, the solution is quite simple, yet seldom seen, because they become so focused on the problem, that they are not able to see or hear the solution. (They often forget that one has to be born-again or anew, to see the kingdom of God. After all, it is the simplicity of the gospel of Christ, which most often forget, or overlook.)


People (mankind) as a whole, is much more apt to mumble and grumble about any given situation, rather than to act and react with praise and thanksgiving. It does not make any difference whether it is the driver of another car; the long lines at the supermarket; one will always find a reason or excuse to complain about or blame someone or something else.

Psalms 100:4-5 Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name. For the LORD is good; his mercy is everlasting; and his truth endureth to all generations. (KJV)


How often is it, that you start your day out with thanksgiving in and on your heart? For most, they will start their day out mumbling and grumbling, because the Lord is not the first thing in their heart and on their lips. Their mind is not adequately renewed in and on the Word of God. What are your first thoughts when you awake? What kind of excuse do you make or give to God, when you finally get around to Him, if at all this day?


An attitude of gratitude is what should be first in and on our heart and mind each day. The fact is that He has blessed us with another day to serve Father through Jesus Christ. Or are you rather complaining first thing, because of the sleep that you think you did not get? Or, perhaps, you are already thinking and meditating about the problems that you “think” that you are going to encounter this day? Or, yet still others may complain about how stiff and sore their body is, and aches, as they try to get out of the bed. Regardless of what excuse one may use, they should enter the day with praise and thanksgiving, if they want to be a partaker of God’s blessings.


We are to enter His place with thanksgiving and praise. It says that we are to enter His courts with thanksgiving and praise; but does not say anything about leaving. Have we forgotten that we are to be seated in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus? Satan wants to pull us down from there. This is why one must know their rights and authority in Christ Jesus.


Evil communications do indeed corrupt good morals or manners. If one listens to, and gives heed to those that are mumbling and grumbling, it will not be very long before one will join in. It only takes one or two persons to make a group of people, a mob. Man has a tendency to be a follower of man, rather than a follower of God and His Christ.


It is a difficult thing to go boldly before the throne of grace in a time of need, to sincerely seek that which they have need of, if one is grumbling and complaining.

Philippians 2:14 Do all things without murmurings and disputings: (KJV)

Philippians 4:6-7 Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. (KJV)


Be worried about nothing! Be grumbling about nothing! One cannot have effective communications with Father if they are always complaining. One cannot have effective communications with Father if they are always the one talking. If one does not leave God’s presence, then the mumbling and grumbling will not start in the first place. If one would pray without ceasing, there would be no time for murmuring. Continuing in prayer, observing, watching, being attentive to all that one has to be thankful for. Being aware or cognizant of all that Father has made available to those that believe!

John 15:20-21 Remember the word that I said unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also. But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they know not him that sent me. (KJV)


Persecutions will come, they will happen, if one is following the example, the path that Jesus Christ set for us to follow. There will be trials and tribulations that will come about in your life, but what one will do, or how they will respond will determine which path one is choosing to follow. The words we speak will form our world around us and determine which crowd or group of people one is following.
