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Everyone Likes a Good Mystery!

Part 11

v22n7
1 Timothy 3:16 And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.  (KJV)


Without controversy! Many people like to argue and debate denominational doctrines and values. Most people base their spiritual values and principles off of what other people have told or taught them. If one looks closely at man-made religions, one will always be able to find contradictions within them. Yet, within God's Word, and His plan for salvation, there are no contradictions; there is no controversy!


To those who perish, the preaching of the cross of Christ is foolishness. It is utter nonsense. However, to those who know the truth, Christ is the wisdom and power of God. Whether to the Jew or the Gentile, male or female, bond or free, we become one in the body of Christ.


Without controversy, great is the mystery of godliness! Here again, there can be no refuting Father's plan for salvation. His plan which was hid within the Old Testament, and now is revealed to us, in and by His Holy Spirit.

Who do you reveal your secrets to? Do you reveal or tell them to just anyone? Or, could it be, that you only reveal them to those whom you know and trust enough to keep them? Are the deep things of God as valuable to us as the earthly treasures we hang onto?


What very few readily comprehend, is that the New Testament is exactly what it says that it is. It is the will and testament of the Son of God, in full agreement with the will of Father. It is readily available to any and all that will believe and operate in the name of His Son. (<BIBLE/CHAPTER_VERSE:Hebrews Hebrews 9:16-17><BIBLE/CHAPTER_VERSE: Hebrews >, <BIBLE:Hebrews 9:15><BIBLE: >). The will of God is made plain for all to see and hear. For His Word has gone forth to all the world. (Although, one must put forth a diligent effort to receive it and hear it).

Romans 16:25-26 Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret since the world began, But now is made manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith: (KJV)


We have to remember whom it is that has the power! We have to keep fresh in our heart and mind how we received (or can receive) this power. It is all according to the revelation of God's secret will (mystery) to you. But what has been revealed to you? We need to remember what Jesus Christ plainly told us in Mark 4:11, that it is given to you to know the mystery of the kingdom of God.

Mark 4:11 "To you," He replied, "has been entrusted the secret truth concerning the Kingdom of God; but to those others outside your number all this is spoken in figurative language; (Weymouth translation) 


To you, it is given that you might know, this secret truth that has been entrusted to you. (For God so loved the world, that He gave His Son <Isaiah 9:6>). Yet, most of the world does not know, let alone want to understand what it is that God gave. (He gave His only begotten Son, full of grace and truth <John 1:14>) However, one has to believe in God <John 3:16-18>, and in His plan of salvation that He put into place before the world began. One has to come to an understanding in and on God’s terms, of how He brought this all about.


Yet, few ever take the time, or put forth the effort, to sincerely seek God for an understanding of His plan of, and for salvation. Most, only have an understanding of that which others have told them. In the world’s terms, this is called hearsay evidence. (Hearsay: evidence depending on the veracity of a person other then the witness; information derived from something a witness has heard others say.) Few, understand or operate in the total restoration that has been made available to them.

Romans 16:25 Now to him that is of power, (some forget, and many others do not know, that Christ is the wisdom and power of God (1Corinthians 1:24)). Most try to operate in and of their own power; they forget that their works will not get them into heaven (Ephesians 2:8-9). We are to walk in the Spirit of God, not the works and weakness of the flesh.

Romans 16:25 to stablish you according to my gospel, (That which had been revealed to Paul, as he sought God with all of his heart.) <Galatians 1:15-16> <Ephesians 3:3-5> <1Timothy 3:16> <Colossians 1:26-27>. Myself, I like the way that Paul proclaims, “my Gospel!” He was sure of that which he had heard; and no man or spirit could alter that which he had heard or alter his course or path. How sure are you of that which you have heard? Are you able to continue in that which you profess to believe and know, even if most of those around you, would abandon you and leave you? How firmly are you established in “the faith”? (Faith is by hearing; hearing and obeying the message delivered by Christ!)


Paul told us quite clearly, that we should not listen or give heed to anyone that is preaching a Gospel message other than that which had been revealed to him. (Galatians 1:8, But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. KJV) Paul was very sure of the insights into Christ which had been revealed to him. Have you allowed the eyes of your understanding to be opened, and enlightened by the truth of God’s Word? How sure are you of that which you have learned? Are you truly willing to risk eternity on it?

Often times, we forget to hear and understand that which is plainly set before us. For a moment, let us take a look back at the beginning of the book of Romans, and see that which Paul plainly declared at the start of this book, which he now gives the overall summation to the revelation in these closing verses. 
Romans 1:2-6 (Which he had promised afore by his prophets in the holy scriptures,) Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh; And declared to be the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead: By whom we have received grace and apostleship, for obedience to the faith among all nations, for his name: Among whom are ye also the called of Jesus Christ: (KJV)

Most, often take lightly God’s plan of salvation; that plan which He had set in motion before the world as we know, had began (Luke 1:68-73, 2Timothy 1:9-10, Titus 1:2-3). We are, or should, hold God to be true and every man a liar, that our sayings or confession should be in agreement with God’s Word. However, if we have based our confession or profession of faith on what man has said, one may find oneself in direct opposition to God. All scripture is given for our advantage, but it has to be adhered to, if it is to be to and for our advantage.


One has to seek God with all of their being, to find the deep things of God hidden within His Word, to be able to arrive at a clearer understanding of His redemption plan. If one will recall, Peter had written in regard to the wisdom that Paul had come to understand and write about. Peter went on to further say, that those that were unlearned, and those that were unstable would have a difficult time trying to understand or to comprehend the things that Paul shared within his epistles. Could this be why so many of the denominations today only teach out of the Old Testament or the Gospels?
