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Sunday:


Psalms 118:24 This is the day which the LORD hath made; we will rejoice and be glad in it. (KJV)


One is only able to rejoice if they are operating on God’s righteousness. Are you?

Monday:


Are you trying to reform the lower nature, or operate in the divine nature of Christ, which has been made available to you?


Romans 7:22-23 For in accordance with my better inner nature I approve God's law, 23. but I see another power operating in my lower nature in conflict with the power operated by my reason, which makes me a prisoner to the power of sin which is operating in my lower nature. (Williams New Testament)

Tuesday:


What standards are you following today; those of the world, or God’s?


Romans 8:3-4  For though the law could not do it, because it was made helpless through our lower nature, yet God, by sending His own Son in a body similar to that of our lower nature, and as a sacrifice for sin, passed sentence upon sin through His body, 4.  so that the requirement of the law might be fully met in us who do not live by the standard set by our lower nature, but by the standard set by the Spirit. (Williams New Testament)

Wednesday:


Are you following the lower nature, or Christ?


Romans 8:5-6 For people who live by the standard set by their lower nature are usually thinking the things suggested by that nature, and people who live by the standard set by the Spirit are usually thinking the things suggested by the Spirit. 6.  For to be thinking the things suggested by the lower nature means death, but to be thinking the things suggested by the Spirit means life and peace. (Williams New Testament)

Thursday:


What is the difference between thinking what God says, and knowing what God says?


Romans 8:7-8 Because one's thinking the things suggested by the lower nature means enmity to God, for it does not subject itself to God's law, nor indeed can it. 8. The people who live on the plane of the lower nature cannot please God. (Williams New Testament)

Friday:


If it is the new beginning, then it must be a new life, guided and directed by new standards.


Romans 8:12-13 So, brothers, we are under obligations, but not to our lower nature to live by the standard set by it; 13.  for if you live by such a standard, you are going to die, but if by the Spirit you put a stop to the doings of your lower nature, you will live. 14. For all who are guided by God's Spirit are God's sons. (Williams New Testament)

Saturday:


Now faith! Today, operating in His nature!


2Corinthians 4:16 So I never give up; instead, although my outer nature<h> is wasting away, my inner nature is constantly renewed from day to day. (Williams New Testament)
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
