Which Language?
Romans 6:11-12 Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. (12) Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. (KJV)

Romans 6:11-12 From now on, think of it this way: Sin speaks a dead language that means nothing to you; God speaks your mother tongue, and you hang on every word (Matthew 4:4). You are dead to sin and alive to God. That’s what Jesus did. That means that you must not give sin a vote in the way you conduct your lives. Don’t give it the time of day. (The Message Translation)

John 8:43 Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word. (KJV)
